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As you undoubtedly already know, the United States

Congress lias already passed ail of the legal provisions

required for the full and complete impiementatîon of the

agreements negotiated in Geneva. This is a crucial step

ini ensuring the coming into force of these agreements

internationaliy. Hovever, the true worth of the agreements

wiil hinge essentîaily on the determination demonstrated by

the signatories in their effective and equitabie

implementation, and on the concrete action taken to that

end. For our part, we wiii in this regard, be watching

closely the actions of our trading partners (inciuding, of

course, the USA). We can take for granted that others will

be doing the same thing vis-â-vis Canada. Taken together

this viii help ensure a climate for full and efficient

application of these accords at the international level.
