He emphasised that the technology introduced 
must be accompanied by adequa.  te technical support. in order to be understood, accepted and 
welcomed.

COP, the secretariat has  been  asked to compile the information and produce a report 
to be submitted  to  the seventh session of the SBSTA..Last, the workshop provided a useful 
exchange of information; and I advise those delegates who were not in a position to 
1)articipate to carefully study the report  •  on this workshop, which wil be made available by 
the secretariat next week.
