
2. The. sctting and collection of fées aud charges
imposed in the. territory of one Contracting, Party on an airline
of the other Contracting Party for the. use of airports, airways,
air trafflo cotr>I and air navigationi services, aviation security,
aud other related facilities and services shaIl be just,
reasonable and not umjustly discriminatory. Auy such fées and
charges shall be assessed on an airine of the other Contractiug
Party on tenus not Iess favourable than the. nost favourable
terras available tc> auy airline eugaged ini similarineatol
air services at the. time the fées or charges are imposed.

3. Each Contracting Party shail encourage conslain
betweeu its competeut chargiug authorities and the. airlines
using the. services aud facilities, or where practicable, through
aulines' ersnaieognztos esnbentcshl
b. given to usera of any prpsasfr chage i ser charges
to enale them to express their views beobre cagsare
moade.
