
.(a) Assist the Conférence of the Parties in carry ing out the activitics
set forth ini article 32 of this Convention and make arrangements and provide
the nccessary services for the sessions of the Conferece of the Parties;

(b> UJpon request, assist States Parties bn providing information to the
Confencf et i Parties as envisaged in article 32, paragrapli 5, of this
Convention; and

(c) Ensure the necessary coordination with the secretariats of
relevant international and regional organisations.

Article 34
implementaion of the Convention

1. Escli State Party shail take Uic necessary, meaures, including
logislative sud administrative measures, in accordance with fundamental
principles of ils domestic law, to ensure Uic implementation of its obligations
under this Convention.

2. The offence establshod in accordance with articles S, 6, 8 and
23 of this Convention shail be established In Uic domestic law of cadh State
Party indepedently of Uic transnational nature or Uic învolvement of an
organized criminal group as dcscrlbed In article 3, paragrapli 1, of this
Convention, except te Uie extent tha article S of this Convention would
require thc invelvement of an organized criminal group.

3. Each State Party may adopt more strict or severe measures than
those provided for by this Convention for preventing sud combating
transnational organized crime.

Article 35
Settlement of disputes

1. States Parties shail endeavour to seule disputes concerning the
interpretation or application of this Convention tirough negotiation.

2. Any dispute between two or more States Parties concemning Uic
interpretation or application of this Convention that caninot be settled Uireugh
negotiation wlthin a reasnable time shail, at Uic request of one of those States
Parties, bc submnitted te arbitration. If, six mnonths after the date of the request
for arbitration, those States Parties are unable te agrec on Uic organisation cf
Uic arbitration, any eue cf those States Parties ay refer Uic dispute te Uic
International Court cf Justice by request in accordance with thc Statute ef Uic
Court.

3. Each State Party' ma>', at Uhc tume of signature, ratification,
acceptauce or approval of or accession to this Convention, declare that le does
net consider itscif bound by paragraph 2 efthUis article. The other States.
Parties shail not bc bound b>' paragraph 2 ef this article wiUi respect to any
State Party Uiat lias made such a reservation.

4. Any State Party' that lias mnade a reservation in accordance with
paragraph '3 of this article nia> at any time withdiaW that reservat ion by
notification te the Secretary-Gencral cf Uic United Nations.
