Throughout its deliberations, your Committee was ably
assisted by Mr. Paul C. Boire, Executive Director of the
Metric Commission, who acted as technicab advisor to the
Committee.

After study of the brief s submitted and extensive ques-
tioning of wîtnesses by the members of the Committee,
there appeared ta be much support for the approval of the
government's program on guidebine dates for metric
conversion.

Your Committee affirms its support of the policies and
principles contained in the White Paper on Metric Conver-
sion tabled in the House of Commons in January 1970.

Your Committee affirms and recommends the voluntary
adoption of the International System of Units (SI) as the
single coherent system of measurement units ta be used in
Canada.

Your Committee recognizes that for a voluntary program
of metric conversion ta he carried out effectiveby and
efficiently there must be an overaîl program of guideline
dates and is of the opinion that the implementation of such
a program would be greatiy encouraged by support from
Parliament and abb bevels of government.

Your Cornmittee recognizes that dissemination of inf or-
mation ta the public on metric conversion is an essential
ebement in the success of a vobuntary programn and there-
fore recommends that the Government give consideration
ta the advisability of providing adequate funds ta the
Metric Commission ta ensure that the public is appropri-

ately informed of the remaining phases of planning, sehe-
duling and implementation of this program.

Your Committee recognizes that fimandiai difficulties
may be encountered in changing over to the metric systemn
and therefore recommends that the Government give con-
sideration to the advisabiiity of providing the f ollowing for
the purchase of parts and other equipment necessary for
metric conversion:

a) exemption f rom sales tax and import duties;

b> accelerated write-off priviieges;

c) boans of adequate term at a reasonable rate of
interest;

d) the implementation of a tax credit systemn for
empioyees who must purchase metric tools.

Your Committee is of the opinion that it is essential that
the Metric Commission report progress on the implementa-
tion of this programn on an annual basis to the House and
therefore recommends that an annual report on metric
conversion be provided by the Metric Commission and that
officiais of the Metric Commission appear before this Com-
mittee annually.

Your Committee recommends that the House consider
the advisability of giving approval to the program of
guideline dates for metric conversion.

Your Committee further recommends that the govern-
ment give consideration to the advisability of bringing
forward legisiation to provide an additional base for metric
conversion.
