
Mr. Douglas: Mr. Speaker, the one as-
surance we want fromn the Prime Minister la
that the government is not; getting cold feet
about this legisiation.

Mr. Pearson: No, we are feeling pretty
warm about this legisiation, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. ICnawles: So are we.

Mr. Mcllraith: Mr. Speaker, do we have the
agreement of the house on the two matters 1
raised, one regarding the five o'clock private
members' hour and the other in respect of
proceedings with the legislation on the Judges
Act and the Combines Investigation Act,
without prejudicing any rights under standing
order 61?

Mr. Arnold Peters <Timiskaming): Mr.
Speaker, it has been suggested that we ad-
journ today until February 16. It is rny belief
that to do so would mean that we will again
flot get a summer vacation next year unles
we have an election. I ar nfot running this
governrnent, but I arn one of those who is in-
sistent that we should strive toward arrang-
ing the business of this house so that we can
have a holiday in July and August. It has
been my opinion since I came to this house
that we were supposed to have a vacation
in July and August, and if we now propose
to do something which will not work toward
that end I cannot give unanimous consent.
Surely we are ahl aduit enough that we can
arrange our business in such a way that we
have a summer holiday. When the govern-
ment asks for co-operation it must be pre-
pared to give sorne assurance that it will
co-operate in working toward tis goal, which
I arn sure is desirable to every member of
this house. This long holiday we are going
to get in thue wintertime means we cannot
possibly have a summer vacation next year
when it would be rnuch more advantageous
to our familles than a winter vacation. So
f ar as I arn concemned, the governiment is
either going to have to give some assurance
in this regard or I will flot be willing to con-
sent to giving up private members' hour.

Mr. Mcllraith: I hasten to assure the hon.
member in tis regard because one of the
main reasons for choosing tis date was in
order to permit the government to have its
legisiation and the estirnates ready for sub-
mission to the house when the house opens.
If the hon. member was listening to my re-
marks this morning when we were discuss-
ing the matter of concurrence in a report
concerning the standing orders and miles

Inquiries of the Minist-ry
of the house hie will have noted the reference
to one item at least which I hope will make
it possible for us, corne next session, to have
the kind of adjourrnment in the summer
season that ail of us wish, those on the gov-
ernment side equally with the hon. member.

Mr. Peters: Mr. Speaker, rnay I ask the
Prime Minister if that is also bis opinion? He
has some say in this matter. I certainly would
not be opposed to something unusual hap-
pening, but is it his opinion also that the fact
that we have had a winter vacation will flot
be used to say that we have to spend the next
10 months in Ottawa on government busi-
ness?

Mr. Pearson: Mr. Speaker, I hasten to as-
sure my hon. friend that I share his opinion
and that expressed by the house leader en-
tirely with regard to this matter and I hope
that next summer we will îndeed have the
kind of vacation which hie has mentioned.

Mr. Andrew Brewin (Greenwood): Mr.
Speaker, with regard to the adjournment of
private members' business at five o'clock, I
understand that the bull most likely to be
called and with which. I arn ready to proceed
is that under order No. 3 under public buis,
an act to amend the Immigration Act, racial
discrimination. I think it is a very important
matter of legislation, but if the governent
will give consideration to rnaking this amend-
ment at some stage or other I will be very
happy not to press it at five o'clock.

Mr. Pearson: Mr. Speaker, we will give it
consideration.

Hon. J. W. Pickersgill (Minister of Trans-
port): Mr. Speaker, if I may be permitted to
say a word since the Solicitor General is not
here, I spoke to the hion. rnember for Port
Arthur about his bill which would have corne
up in the ordinary course and the Solicitor
General told me that he would give an as-
surance to the bouse that the priorities of the
bills as they now stood would, at the request
of the government, remain as they are. I do
not think the lion. gentleman would expect
the governmnent to make a decision like that
without being able to consider the matter but
I arn sure it is a matter that would be
considered.

Mr. Brewin: I did flot expect the govern-
ment to give their approval now. What I did
say was that if we are going to have an
adjournment and if the bill in principle com-
rnends itself so rnuch to reasonable people I
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
