Mr. Cossitt: Mr. Speaker, I rise on a point of order. I
respectfulîy refer the parîiamentary secretary to order
paper questions Nos. 2,271 to 2,280 inclusive which ask for
the names of lawyers on the list maintaîned by the gov-
ernment of those selected and approved to do government
legal work. I first asked for this information by order
paper questions about f ive montha ago in early Aprîl, and
when the requested information was not forthcoming in
the answers 1 again sought the information by means of
the order paper questions to which I draw attention today
because they have remained on the order paper unan-
swered for almost three months.
