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and the days following January 26, we shall be considering a
bill that is very important to the farmers in our country,
namely Bill C-85, an act to establish a corporation called
Canagrex, designed to promote, facilitate and engage in the
export of agricultural and food products from Canada. Once
this bill gets second reading, depending of course when this
occurs, the government intends to introduce for discussion and
debate the following bills ensuing from the budget, subject to
confirmation in due time, namely the borrowing authority bill
and another bill to amend the Customs Tariff Act. In any
event, everything I have just said, with the exception of the
Canagrex bill, is subject to reconfirmation in January, and I
shall of course be in touch with my colleagues, the House
leaders, to give them reasonable notice as appropriate.

I wonder whether
it was a slip of the tongue and he meant to say Bill C-11. Did
he really mean Bill C-10?

Mr. Pinard: Madam Speaker, the hon. member is absolutely
correct and I was absolutely correct. I mentioned both Bill
C-11 and Bill C-10.
