EXTERNAL AI-FAIRS-SECURITY SERVICES

Question No. 32-Mr. Cossitt:
I. Was a statement issued by the picss. office of the Department of Externial

Affaîrs on Friday, January 26, 1979, to the effect that the departmcnt's security
scrvices wcrc being cxpandcd and, if so, wtat arc ail the deuails of this expansion
and for what reason was it considered necessary?

2. Wtat will be the total estimated number of employces or personncl as a
resuit of the cxpansion and what 'sas thc total before sîîch expansion'?

3. Did Mr. Eldon Black dirct the expansion?
4. Wcrc any of the duties that thc departmcnt will perform under sucb

cxpansion prescntly or previously pcrformed, internally or externally, by ttc
RISM P and, if so, sstat were tbey?

Hon. Marc MacGuigan (Secretary of State for External
Affairs): 1. No such statement was issued. (There have, how-
ever, been two changes in recent years in the security area
within the Department of External Affairs. The first was the
appointment of Mr. E. P. Black as deputy under-secrctary; this
appointment, announced on August 3, 1978, did not involve
any departure from existing responsibilities nor any expansion
of the department's activities in this area. The second was the
appointment in February, 1979, of a co-ordinator for emergen-
cy preparedness to ensure that the departnient's existing
responsibilities in crisis situations are fulfilled in a co-ordinat-
ed manner. Both of these changes were designed to strengthen
the ability of the Departrient of External Affairs t0 meet its
existing security responsibilities. There has been no expansion
of personnel apart from the appointment of the co-ordinator
for emergency preparedness.)

Commons (c) dtd he rcgularly mccl sstth members of the Comrninist Party of
Canada. representatives of certaitn trade unioîns ,înd reprcscnî.îîîvcs of ttc
Communist Party of Quebecc

2. Is the governnienî awire that Mr. Gavryushkin was and/or is accornpanicd
on many of bis activities by cubher îdcntîfîed or suspcîed Russian intelligence
service offîccrs?

Affairs): The government is not aware that the activities of
Mr. V. 1. Gavryushkin ever went beyond the bounds of inter-
nationally accepted norms of behaviour for diplomatie and
consular officiais.
