There is another

method lefs coftly as to the labor, and

which will probably anfwcr much better,

viz. to cover the boards which compofe tht

top of the houfe with two layers of brown

paper, dipt in hot tar ; then lay on two

iron plates, every other one, fb that the

third may over-lap about an inch on each

of the two : brown paper dipt in tar mud
be under the third, as well as the two firft

plates, and extended lb far as to come un-

der the faflcnings of the plates, to con-
