halted and, in particular, the silent listener procedure on the telephone system
which is a patent trespass on the privacy of individuals calling in.

LABOUR DISPUTES

SECTOR BARGAINING—MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Otto Jelinek (High Park-Humber Valley): Mr. Speak-
er, pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 43, I rise on a
matter of urgent and pressing necessity having to do with the
damaging fact that the number of man-days lost as a result of
strikes and walk-outs in the first 11 months of 1978 increased
by 141.3 per cent over the previous year, from 2.9 million in
1977 to over 7 million in 1978, mostly as a result of the
fragmentation of union power.

Bearing in mind that as far back as February 14, 1975, the
present Minister of Finance (Mr. Chrétien), then president of
the treasury board, promised that a bill on sector bargaining
would be brought before the House, only for us to find the
Minister of Labour exactly three years later—

That the government introduce forthwith legislation requiring union groups in
a single public service sector to bargain with the government on a joint basis.
