Smith, in Address Befeore the

Cecil B. Smith, chief engineer of the
hydro-electric power commission, gave
an address before the Camadian Club
of Hamilton on Thursday night on
“Hydro-Electric Power in its Relation
to City Development.”

Hydro-electrics, he said, was a sub-
ject to which he had given consider
able thought, and it, was onme which
was a very important factor in the de-
velopment of Canada. - Considerable
progress had been made in Hamilton
along that line. It had, in the Cataract
Power Company, one which was well
in the van in hydro-electric construc=
tion. It would be advisable on the part
of Hamilton to consider what further
advances {t could make in this matter.
It had to look for & market for its pro-
ducts in the west.. e were other
parts of Canada which were
great progress in developing electric

power. He had some part in the con-
struction of a power plant in Winni-

to the west to develop power, 'but
Winnipeg was aiming to be a manu-
facturing centre, and had built a big
plant to develop 17,000 horsepower for
its own uses and for manufacturers, at
a cost of $500,000. Other places, not
far from Hamilton, were building pow-
er works. Among them were Orillia,
Bracebridge and Port Arthur, and
they were all clamoring for increased
power. ;

He then considered the reasons which
induced persons. to. adopt electricity as
power. Its convenience and cleanli~
ness, on the one hand, and its economy
on the other, were the chief reasons.
To get a cheap supply we had;to fook
for a water source to furnish it, as
coal was too dear to enable the pro-
ducer to give cheap electrigity.

Natural Monopolies,

When we looked ‘@t the uses to
which electricity was put in cities, we
saw . at once  that "they were all na-
tural monopolies,” The future was
‘purely a question ak-to whether these
should be carried on by powerful or
ganizations- or.-by- citizens for them-
selves. That led to the consideration
of legal safeguards.. It was pecessary
that cities should not bind themselves
under agreements that gave powerful
corporations perpetual rights to sup-
ply power to them. It must be a mat-
ter of serious’ consideration whether
big carporations were to -cdrry, on these
works, or whether they should be op-
erated by municipal ownership.

Under municipal . ownership, poor
methods of management were liable
to creep in, but he had faith enough
to believe that a class of men would
arise who would manage these big
concerns as well as they .are managed
under: ‘corporation ownership: - The
system had worked well in Englan
and BEurope. If icompetent: 3
could be secured, the matter of ac-
quiring sthese concerns ,equ-ldsvsagéky be
left .to tHe people.'’ g 808 XL

Xses of Electrieity.

The uses to which electricity could
be put were many. He had seen sev-
eral of them. There were some that
he thought were practicable -which ha i
not been tried: - We were all familiar
with street lighting, and knew of the
improvengents which were being mad=
from time to time. He hoped to see
the timeé when electricity for lighting
purposes could be put into competition
with other kinds of  lighting.
