STRATFORD, June 16.—(Special.)—
Ncah Hill, an Englishman, is dead, and
his companion in drink, Harry Lockyer,
18 In jail, charged with murder, as the

The men Were drinking together, but
in the heat of an argument their friend-
ship ceased, and they decldpd to fight it
oyt in rear of the skating rink..

‘The men who, before participating in
the fatal battle, said they were going
to have an “honorable fight,”” repaired
to the chosen spot, took off their coats,
shook hands, and, in the presence of
two witnesses, faced each other,

Two blows only were struck, the first
being an apparently harmiless one, and
the second fatal. HIill struck Lockyer
first, and the latter returned & severe
blofy, hitting Hil under the chin. "He
fell ;without uttering a sound, and no
doubt died .instantly. ‘The ﬁlow had
broken his neck. 1y 2

Frank Morris and George Chapman
were eye witnesses. .

Soon after his arrest, Lockyer was
brought before a magistrate and charg-
ed with murder. He pleaded not gullty
and was remanded.
