THE PROSPECTUS AND THE AGREEMENT
The text of the Yukon agreement as
published yesterday is quite a different
document from the prospectus issuwed by
The Globe some two weeks ago, The
Globe's prospectus was very similar to
the "advance motice of a circus or of
a itheatrical performance. As people
who go to a circus are often disappoint-
ed in not seeing what the posters re-
present, so the Canadian public has
been greatly disappointed in comparing
the actual agreement with The Globe’s
preliminary representation of it.
