C. P. R to Charge Only 50c Freight
and $7 for Treatment

Of Ressland Ores—Western Liberals Kick-

° ing Agalnst the Teslin Rallway Degl—
Alu)uu Qulriz Mining on s Big Scale
—The Fature of British Columbia—3Mine
Sold.

It is stated that as a result of the C.P.
R.'s purchase of the Heinze Iinterest in
West Kootenay the cost of treatment of
ore at the Trail smelter will be consider-
ably reduced. The World gathers that the
Cahadlan Pacific means* to so far reduce
the cost of shipping and smelting Rossland
ores as to make even a comparatively iow
grade proposition profitable. It is stated
tlat the company will charge only 50 cents
a ton for carrying ore from the Rossiand
camp and only $7 a ton for smelting. Here-
tofore the Heinze charges for both freight
and treatment have been so heavy as to
keep the smelter unemployed a great deal
of the time. Again the successful work of

one smelter in the Trail Creek district
should lead to the establishment of others:

Rosslanad Liberals Kick.

According to accounts received from the
West, Rossland Liberais are indignant over
the action ¢f their leaders at Ottawa in
eonnection with the Teslin Lake Raliway
grant, and they are preparing a mewmorial
to the Government condemning the propo-
sition.

1100 STAMPS

Will Pound Out $5,000,000 in Bullion From
Gold Quariz in Alaska,

According to the latest returns the out-
put of the quartz mines of Juneau, Alas-
ka, during the phst 12 months was $3,000,-
000. This sum was produced by 6350
stamps.  Now, however, the number of
stemps in this immediate district has been
increased to 1100, and ‘it is estimated that
the annual bulllon output will exceed $5,-
000,000 hereafter. These statements go 10
shiow that 'besides the placer deposits the
Klondike region mng be found to possess
gold quartz reefs which will pay to work
on a large scale. »

AT THE COUNTY COURT.

Question of Determining Tenaney and Re-
moval of Fixtures—A BNorse Ex-
gmined by the Jury.

Judge Morzan presided at the County
Court sittings yesterday morning and Judge

Morson in the afternoon.

T'he first case heard was brought by the
Gurney toundry Company, owners of 35,
47 and 39 Adelaide-street west, against H.
8. and H. D. 4bornbury, who, as the To-
ronto Electrical Works, occupied the pre-
mises from Oct., 18986, until last July. I'he
claim was for $200 for damages to the
building. It was claimed that when they
moved the defendants taak away some pip-
ing and left the place in an unsanitary con-
dition, and that they did not vacate within
the time of a notice to leave, served upon
hem.

The case Involves two oints of law:
First, if the tenant did not leave when the
notice to quit was up, was he entitled to
take the fixtures? Secondly, If he con-
tended that he held under a new agree-
ment, could he remove the fixtures or would
they pass to the landlord unless expressly
excepted at the end of the first lease?
Judgment was reserved. Mr. A. F. Lobb
for the plaintiff and R. C. Clute, Q.C., for
the defendants.

The American steamer Columbia, which
started from New York for the Klon-
dike, is still lying here waiting for
runds. Her supplies are liable to be cut
off, as her captain has been unable to
raise money, and her owners in New
York have failed to send him money to
pay for repairs, provisions and coal.
