The Government Did Nothin*.
Some time ago an official statement was 

sent out from Ottawa to the effect that the 
Govern meut Intended to take ont some 
"real Insurance" on the lives of the men at 
the front, but this was not realized; In fact, 
so far as can be learned, nothing further 
was done in the matter.

It Is Accident Insurance,
“The Insurance placed oa the soldiers 

thru Sir Charles," said an official, "covers, 
as It was understood from the very outset, 
only cases where the person Is killed In ac­
tion, or dies within a certain time after 
receiving the wound. It Is accident Insur­
ance pure and simple. Nothing more was 
asked for or Intended when the policy was 
written. Why it should be otherwise con­
strued or misrepresented, as has been the 
case within the last four or five weeks, I 
am at a loss to understand."

That the services of Sir Charles form a 
peculiarly happy contrast with the promises 
broken and otherwise of the Government 
Is evidenced by the number of letters receiv­
ed at the company’s office, in which there 
are eloquent expressions of gratitude to the 
man who did what he started out to do, 
and did that well.

Chatham, Oct. 30.—(Special.)—It rained In 

Chatham this morning. bat that 
did not prevent the whole countryside com­
ing into town to welcome Sir Charles Tup­
per. A brass band met him at his car at 
11 a.m., In spite of a drizzling rain, march­
ed him up to the Garner Hotel, where be 
held an Informal reception for over an 
hour. Fully 500 .persons crowded about 
him, shook his hand, and wished him suc­
cess. Sir Charles had a kind word for nil, 
and enthusiasm engendered by his presence 
exuded from everybody.

New York, Oct. 30.—Only four bodies 
have been discovered up to to-night in. the 
ruina caused by the explosions yesterday 
in the Tarrant drug house. Of these four 
only one body has been Identified* that of 
August Schmidt, an engraver, 40 years old, 
of Brooklyn. His body was found pinned 
down by a 6-ton safe. The remaining 
three bodies that have been found prob­
ably never .will be ldentlfiéd, as they are 
crushed and burned beyond all semblance 
of humanity. Indeed so frightfully have 
the bodies been crushed that the sex is 
undeterminable.

It li a Tough Contract.
Smoking and «teaming sullenly, the ruins 

left by the explosions well nigh baffled 
the efforts of the thousand public workers 
to-day, and the task of .clearing the street 
and digging down, into the debris cm the 
fire-swept area for bodies of victims pro­
ceeded haltingly. The workers employed 
by the city to remove the mountains of 
stone, wood and Iron and make safe the 
ruined structures could do little more to­
day than attack the oatslde of the devasta­
tion and watch ,the firemen who played 
water on the still glowing pile from six 
lines of hose. To-night, and in fact day

Wilkes-Barre, Pa., Oct. 30.—A heavy ex­

plosion of gas occurred In a slope of No. 1 
shaft of the Kingston Cool Company at 
Edwardsvllle to-day. In which three men 
lost their lives and six others were badly 
burned. Five of the six Injured are In a 
precarious condition, and It Is doubtful If 
they cam survive.

When the men were brought to the sur­
face by the rescuers the skin hung in 
shreds from their bodies. It was first 
thought that there were a number of men 
back of the fall, but to-night the officials 
were of the opinion that all of the men 
had been taken out. The relatives of the 
men report, however, that they are still 
missing.

The accident was due to an employe who 
diverted the a«r course unwittingly And 
allowed the gas to accumulate in the place 
where the men were at work.
