OTTAWA, Aug. 12.—Legislation was 

advanced by the Government on Satur­
day in a thin House. The bill bringing 
the control of the Intercolonial Railway 
rates under the railway commission 
was read the third time, as were the 
justice department measures limiting 
the jury panel, and an improvement on 
the liquor control law.

It was announced that the income 
tax measure and the Canadian Northern 
acquisition bill would be dealt with 
this week.

There was also third reading for an 
insurance bill, making it an offence for 
anyone without a license to carry on 
an insurance business. The penalties 
are fines ranging from $50 to $100 and 
imprisonment from three to six months.

There was a demand that bankers 
be forbidden to write insurance. F. B. 
Carvell stated that there was one 
banker in New Brunswick who did a 
large insurance business and who would 
not give bank accommodation unless 
persons became customers for his in­
surance business.

Common Practice, Says Glass.
Frank Glass of Middlesex declared 

that this was a common practice with 
bank managers.

The minister of justice expressed sur­
prise and said that he could not bring 
in legislation along the lines suggested 
without a careful examination of the 
conditions. He introduced another 
amendment to the law, making it an 
offence for an insurance agent to give 
rebates. He stated that rebating had 
been forbidden since 1910, but this bill 
doubled the penalty for offences, mak­
ing the fine not less than $100 for the 

Ifirst offence and not more than $200 
I for the second. The person accepting 

the rebate is made liable to punish- 
ment, as well as the agent who gives it. 
Agents violating the act are made 
liable to a penalty of $500. The former 
act applied to foreign and federal com­
panies, and it is now extended to pro­
vincial companies

Does Not Reduce Rates.

LONDON, Aug. 12.—The intrepidity 
of Capt. William Bishop, a Canadian, 
and a member of the Royal Flying 
Corps, in attacking a German airdrome 
single-handed, has been rewarded by 
the bestowal upon him of the Victoria 
Cross, the most prized of the British 
valor medals. The Official Gazette 
gives the following resume of the action 
which brought Capt. Bishop the Vic­
toria Cross:
"Capt. Bishop flew first to an enemy 

airdrome. Finding no enemy machine 
about, he flew to another airdrome 
three miles distant, and about twelve 
miles inside the German lines. Seven 
machines, some with their engines run­
ning, were on the ground. He attacked 
these from a height of fifty feet, kill­
ing one of the mechanics.

“One of the machines got off the 
ground, but Capt. Bishop, at a height 
of sixty feet, fired fifteen rounds into 
ft at close range, and it crashed to the 
ground. A second machine got off 
the ground, into which he fired thirty 
rounds, at 150 yards. It fell into a 
tree. Two more machines rose from 
the airdrome, one of which he engaged 
at a height of 1,000 feet, sending it 
crashing to the ground. He then 
emptied a whole drum of cartridges 
into the fourth hostile machine and 
flew back to his station.

“Four hostile scouts were 1,000 feet 
above him, for a mile during his re­
turn journey, but they would not at­
tack. His machine was badly shot 
about by machine gun fire from the 
ground."

Capt. Bishop, an Owen Sound boy, Is 
a brother of Major R. W. Bishop of 
military headquarters, this city. He 
is the only man alive who wears the 
three most coveted decorations of the 
British army—the Victoria Cross, Mili-

Girl and Woman Who Went to 
Assistance Die.

"Any clean-living, godfearing young | 
man or woman is one of the great sor-| 
rows of Satan," declared Sergt.-Major 
Harry Edwards in a 50-minute rapid- 
fire sermon at the Ridout Street Metho-| 
dist Church Sunday evening. "The 
preacher who preaches the unadulter- 
ated .gospel of Jesus Christ is another.

“Triumphs for the devil," he declared,
