PRICE OF SHOES
WILL GO HIGHER,
 DEGLARE RETAILERS

Predict an Increase, But Tell
Public to Save by Home
Shining. ‘

Boston, Jan. 12.—“Have shoe prices
reached the limit?” a committee of the
Boston Retail' Shoe Dealers’ “Associa-
tion, after canvassing the situation in
the trade, says “No.” The question and
answer are contained in a report to the
public, a draft of which was given out
wday.

Explaining why higher prices are to
be expected the committee’'s report
said:

“Shoes now on sale for the fall of
1919 were made from leather costing
60 cents to a dollar a foot. *Shoes now
being made for spring are from mater-
ials costing 80 cents to $1.25 a foot,
plus higher costs for other materials

and additional grants to labor, with
less pairs per man produced.”
Prices will’go down, it is sald, “when

' there is more leather and less demand
;for it here and abroad,” and

strikes cease and labor connected with
shoe making buckles down and pro-
duces more pairs.” - o

The shoe dealers advise people to
shine their own shoes. Aside from the
saving in expense, the report says, it
is important to know that the heat or
friction burning of the savage on-
slaught of the professional shoe shiner
is responsible for most of the uppers
cracking.”

Comparison of the cost of a nine-
inch black kind woman’s boot in Sep-
tember, 1914, and September, 1919, in-
volving 21 articles entering into its
manufacture, was presented to show
that it cost $10.04 four months.ago to
produce a boot that cost $3.35 in 1914.

The National Shoe Retailers’ Asso-
ciation organized in its ninth annual
convention here today and listened to
an address by the president. A. i
Geuting, of Philadelphia, in which he
declared that shoe retailers were not
maidng excessive profits. The dele-
gates will begin their business sessions
tomorrow.

MACKENZIE KING'S
HALIFAX ADDRESS
13 WELL REGEIVED

Says Work of Liberalism is
to Unite Class
- Movements.

WANTS UNITED PEOPLE

Canadian' Press Despatch.

Halifax, N.S., Jan. 12.—Hon. c-
kenzfe King, successor ‘to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier as leader of the Liberal party,
tonight brought his first personal mes-
sage to the people of Nova Scotia at a
mass meeting at the Orpheum The-
atre. The audience which greeted him
might have been composed of natives
of Missouri, and was patlently wait-

ing to be shown, greeting Mr. King
with more or less mechanical applause.
He had not spoken long, however, be-
fore he had carried away his audi-
ence, even a number of people in the
gallery, who seemed to have come
with the express object of making
things unpleasant for him. He was
listened to with the deepest attention,
and the most important of his points
elicited applause that was spontaneous
and fortissimo. When he left the the-
atre .there was a demonstration which
lasted  for several minutes, and there
was little doubt that the personality of
the new leader had left a profound
impression.
Heard By Two Thousand.

More than 2,000 citizens heard Mac-
kenzie King at the Orpheum and many
more . would have been- present had
Halifax possessed an auditorium with
sufficient seating capacity.

An Antiquated System.

It was pointed out during the dis-
cussion that the present system of
holding police courts in Toronto has
not been changed in its main features
for the last 40 years, and it was felt
"that something should be done to re-
lieve the central court as well as to
consider the convenlience of depend-
ents in petty cases, There are twelve
police stations in the city, all of
which, it is urged, could be used at
night for the trial of minor cases, $0
that those charged (with breaches ‘of
bylaws or other minor offenses could
attend without losing their day's
work.

The . statement of Colonel -‘Bauer,
Ludendorff’s right. hand man, in
speaking of the monarchist party in
his recent interview with me, that
Wilhelm 1I. was past history for the
German monarcHists, is said to have
extinguished the last glimmer of the
ex-kaiser’'s aspirations for a ‘“come
back.” 7

Physically, Wilhelm is ageing tre-
mendously. His nerves are bad, and
the trembling and shaking of his arms
and legs now so pronounced that it is
the first thing that impresses callers.

He has grown corpulent, tho he is
still an abstemious eater. He makes
an-effort to maintain a wsoldierly ap-
pearance, but only with great ditti-
culty. He gives the impression of bhav-
ing grown shorter.

In contrast with his former rapid
flow of speech, the ex-monarch now
speaks slowly, at times haltingly. Oc-
casionally he appears to lose the drift
of the conversation, but when he gets
excited or some chord of his memor,
of bygone things is touched, he breaks
inte his old volubility,
