HIS EXCELLENCY'S SPEECH.

Pursuant to the order of the day, the House went
iuto Committee of the whole, in cousideration of ©
ccellency the Lieut. Governor's Speech.---3lr.
Ward in the Chair.—The dulate tock a very wide
and discursive range ; but in coussquenca of the fa-
tiguing length of Loth this day's and yesterday's pro-
ceedings, it is alavlutely necessary to condence: the
preseut report intous brisf un epitornie as possible.

Mr. Partelow opened thedebate, Ly observing, that
the speech gave a doplorable statement respecting the
tinnuces of the country. and by recomuending the up-
pointmest of a Committen of Finance, to investigate
aud report on that sulject.  He had boped, that be-
fore going into Committee on the Speech, the ho
would have been in possession of the Treasurer's ac-
counts, from which the truth might have been gather-
od. But since Monday lust, be (Mr, P.) had endea-
voured to obtain informution oun the subject, and he
wus now bappy te inform the louse, that imstead of
the desperute state described in the speech, the Fi-
nances of the Country were actuslly in a much better
state than they were 5 or 7 years ago. The Revenue
of the last year was £42,451 11s. 1d. exclusive of the
duties collected under the Light House, Mariue Hos-
pital, and Emigrant Acts, which would be about
44000 mere ; while the drawbacks would ameuut to
about £5000, —There was an increase of’ Revenua at
the port of St. John of ulout £3000 ; but en tis other
hand there was a great decreace at St. Andrews; the
Ravanue for the past year there being only £2800 er
£2000, instead of frem £4000 to L3000, which was
the amount in the preceding year. Thore ce:taialy
must Le genie peculiar reason for ro great a falling off
of the Reveuue at that nors, altho’ he (Mr. P.) could
cot state what it was.

His Kxcellency, in Lis
wpdech, called the attuntion of the housw to the neces-
sity of prompt payments at the Treasury, and there
certainly bud been difficulties in that respect, in con-
sequence of the Tressurer not having Leen able to
command funds in proportion to the demunds. If the
Executive had informed the house last session, that it
was intended to depart from the old mode of iwsuing
warrants, the Louse could have made some provision
against the inconvenicncs ; but witheut deing 3o, the
warrants had boen numbered ; they could not there-
fore pe paid s they were presentod b the Treasury,
and the consequence was, that they were obliged to be
sold at & very greut discount, which was a scricus loss
to the holders. The system of numbering the war-
rants he (Mr. P.) considered to be thy cause of nearly
all the distress experienced of Jato for want ¢f money.
The inteution of udopting such a system coght to huve
been first communicated to the house, aud then pro-
vision ngeinst inconvenience would Lave been made.
Waurrauts, formerly, were never st more than from 1
to 1} per cent. discount, when the demands on the
Treasury were actually greater, and the capability to
meet them much less than vow. Ho thougkt that a
discretionary power ought to be vested iu the Treasu-
rer, as to the payment of the most necessary warrants
first, so that Commissieners of Roads, Schoolmasters,
§e. shiould be first attended to ; Lut from the present
system of prying thesn ms they bered, those
pursons were compelled to hawk WRITalls a-
bout for sals at any discount that might be ofered.
The old system of discretivnary power i the Treasu-
rer worked much better for the country, aud ke would
like to eee it returned to.

Mr. 5. Humbert, at at length, coincided in the
views of Mr. Partelow respecting the state of tho Fi-
nunces and the numbsring of warrants, aud divels lor-
cibly on the ovils arising tram that system ; especinily
as to the inconvesiunce felt by Marchants, who held
Tressury warrants in their possession, and yed conld
not be allowed to pny their duties st the Trensury
with those warrants, because their numbers were too
high to render them paysble ut the tima. Tho heu.
member also commented on the tone of the Speech,
which he represenied as net so polite as that of lust
year, but, on the contrary, of a more dictutorial x
ture, wnd drew irom thence the inference, tixt an un-
bappy eoliision still exiried bLetweew the ditfferent
branches of the Legislature, and was visilis in the
langunge of the Speech.—The hon. member attribu-
ted the pecuniary difiiculties’ of the country to the
wart of suflicient cireulating mediom, the demand for
Spanish Dollars at the Custom House, ana for Cash
at the Treasury, while it would not pay or take in
payment its own warrants, except in the order of
numbers.— 1o also strongly insisted on the necessity
of gencral retrenchment in the appropriations of the
house, and r led a ement, by redu-
cing the Memibers' pay, which would enalle them con.
sistently and fairly to procevd in reducing other sala-
ries and expenses,

Mr. Simouds evtirely disagread with Mr. 8. Hum.
beit raspecting the tove ef the Speech, und saw no.
thing in it which could for a moment lead this house
te suppose, that mny collision existed Letween the
branches of the Legislature. ‘There was nothing that
would bear any such construction. There really was
no collision. W hatever difliculties existed last session,
it shouid not now be inferred that any collision exist-
ed. Ou the contrary, the tenor of the Spuch daet-
ly led to the inference, that the Executive was fuly
disposed te go hand in hand with the house, in devi-
sing mieusures for the public good. —The house did not
want to see flattery in the Speech, but plain matter of
fact, and there they had it..—'The hon. member, how-
ever, could net agree in the vleemy represcitations,
in the speech, of the state of the finances : ke certuin-
ly could net say they wers in as good a state as they
oughit tu be, because there enght to be no delt at ail;

It seamed that the
Gavernment was dishououring its ewu pzper.  ‘ihe
ropriety of the system was munifest, ws it put it
into the power of persons at Head Quarters to exer-
cise a controul over the public expenditure, which
they had no yight to exercise. Warrants ought al-
ways to be paid as they were prascnted, when there
was money in hand ; and if warrants get into the
bands of porsuns owing dutiee st the Tressury, com-
mon justice required that they should Le takea in puy-
meut of suck dutics. fe (Nir. 8.) hoped the Louse
would adopt measures to do away with the system of
numbering. —He (Mr. S.) liked many parts of the
speeck very much, rurticu!arly that part relative to
retrenchment, which wes certainly very gratifying.—
‘The hen. mewber then prececded to advecate general
retrenchment, aud particularly expressed a hope, that
from the tenor of the speech, it was to Le presumed
and hoved, that his Excellency intended retrenchment
to be carriod into every department, as well beyond as
within the controul of the Legislature. He also la-
mented the existence of contraband trade, and wished
a remedy could Le applied; altho’ he felt umable to
suggest one. ‘I he hon. member then touched on the
subjoct of the Casual Revonue, &c., and congratulated
the house ou ti e probubility now appearing, of a satis-
factory seitloment of thut question. He ulsa expres-
sed Lis happiness on seei e sentiment conveyed in
the speech, that the Legisluture ws a whele could bave
but one ebject, * the public pood ;" observed, that he
had never thought his Excellency Lad any other ob-
jeet in view, but that if ke was induced to adopt op-
posito juensuves, the funlt'should lie at the door of the
bad alvisers who bad g0 induced Lim.—On the while,
the hon, member thought the speech lialle to very
few oljectious, and to be a gratifying and conciliatory
docuisens.

Mr, Sluwon had one very great oljection to the
speech, and only one; which was, tho hizlly coloured
representation vespecting the state of the finances.—
‘T'he hou: miember then proceedw:] to cerroberate tho
views of the preceding speakers respecting the real
state of the Revenue and the numliering of warrants ;
and with regnrd to retranchment, he thought that the
house should uot aim st small thinge, but sheuld lop
off large oxpeunses, He did not think the state of the
country would wllow the abolition of Members' pay
for himself, being a resident in Fredericton, he did not
cure about it; Lut Le thought it must Le a very useful
thing to these who cenie frowm a distance.

Mr. End at very great leuyth connnented on the
whole speech, and purticularly muintained that the
picture drawn therein ef the pecusiary embarrass-
ments of the Provinee wis by no means aver-colored.
He contended that, in his part of the country, the
greatest distrass prevailed among those entitled to
paymeut for public seivices, from the difficulty of got-
ting warrants cashed at the Treasury. ‘The hon.
member stated his belicl, that payments at the Trea-
sury were in such a state, that unless seme r Y
were speedily appiicd, persons would not Lie found to
accept the office of Covimissivner of Honds, avto con-
tract for auy public work, on the fuith of Treasury
warrants.

and that so far from the remuneration to that peu-
tleman being a useless or extravigant expenditure, it
wie one of ths most beneficially bestowed payments
ever ruade to the heuss, since the labours of the Len.
gentleman bad been the means of savivy thousands of
peunds to the Province.

Rr. End, in reply, insisted that he had made no at-
tack on DMr. Partolow, although he cousidered the
money improperly given.

AMr. Street very lengthily commented on the speech.
The bon. meniter purticularly sted on the facts,
that the finances certaiuly wereina deranged state ;
that public servauts snd othersdepending ou Treasury
warrants, were suffering in consequence very severely,
and that public works, such as roads, Ye., could not
be attended to for want of money.—'The hon. member
responded to the suggestiona of the speech relative to
scheols and the sufferers at Madawaska, and then pro-
ceeded to state his opinion that the numbering of war-
rants was not in itself the cause of the present pecu-
uiary difficn’tes, but that probably it proceeded frem
the change bariny been too abruptly made. e ob-
served, that by luw, the mode of payment of the war-
rants was les to thae discretion of the Kxecutive.
Whether they kad oxercised that discretion properly
ar improperly wrs another ques n; butbe (Mr. §
thought it Letter that the payr

-

t of warrants shonld
proceed in veme regular and deiinidive manner, than
that it skould be left to the discretion of the Treesurer.
In remeds pablic evil or inconvenience, ifit
hiad oxisted for some time, the alternative might lead
to sume tetiperary embarrasment.” The old system
he considered to huve been an evil: the Executive
hid sttempted to remedy it, but they had dene it ra-
ther too abruptly ; and perbaps, seme notice of their
plan should have been first piven to the public.  The
non. member coucluded with seme fow deprecatory
remarks on smupgling.

Mr. Kinnear thought the speecli should Le unagi-
mously considered asculm, concilinting wud gratitying.
It contained seme highly importevt facts, to which
the House Lad long snd snxiously leoked forward.—
The heu. mew. then contrasted the view taken in the
speach of the stute of the fuanres, with thet relat
to the progress of trade and commerce; and obee
that if the Lieut. Governor bad taken a gloomy view
of the matter, the hen. mem. who opened the debato
had taken & glowing one; and thercfore the House
migkt conie 1o a conclurion to lvok at it at all events
in u cheerful manner.—''he pecuniary embarrassiments
of the conntry came from themselves alone. The
speech drew the attention of the House to *‘a well
ordered economy.” It there had Leen & well ordered
econpmy in former yewrs, the House would now have
received no such lesson in that speech; nor would
there now exist such distress among the people from
the nospayment of their warrants, and the infamous
system of aving” them, which so mauch prevailed.
He (Mr. K.) hoped, that for the future the House
wonld accept such a system of economy ; and, as far
as possible, bring down what is extravagant to what is
reasonnble ; and that if they did with regard to them.
selves, he hoped they would be met in anetlier quurter
with the same disposition te economy. If ll\ny all
peid & due attention to economy, and an absence of
extravagaice in salavies, them all would go hand in
band, to join in the recommendations centained in
that part of the speech. ‘I'ke hen. member then, at
some leugth, corroborated the statements yespecting
the commoercial embarrussments in St. John, and the
great inconvenience occasioned Ly the numbering of
wairants, not only among Merchants, but also Ly
Sch ters, C issioners of Roads, &e.  Still,
he would not cast the odium of this transaction on the
Jixecutive. Allwera liable te error ; and ifthe house
committed an error in judgment, the Executive might
as well fulminate their reproaches on them for such
mistake, as the house burl its invectives on the Exe-
cutive for their ertor, 1he house gave the monuy to
the King: the Ling, by his representative, has the
sole right of issuing the warrants, and directing the
mode of payment, at his discretion, according to the
state of the funds in the Treusurer's hands. Suppese
the pumbering system bad been adopted; and the
I xecutive, knowing that only a certain sum was in
the Treasury, had selected what warrants he pleased
for payment tirst.  There was nothing to prevent such
A course: a discretion must be left where, and it
was therefore, perhaps, better, thut it shonld Le exer-
cived by the advice of several thun by the sule nutho-
vity of ane.

He contended that
the present dis'ress had the effect of grievonsly de-
pressing the poor, aud pultiig money into the puck-
eis of the ricl ; Lecuuse the farmer v.eve compelled
by vecessity Lo vell theic warrunts at any price they
could obtain, while the latter were enailed to pur-
chase them &1 nn envrmons profit; and he issisted,
that the proper rewsedy for these evils was, for the
Hiuse to retrench their expeadiiure and to jncrense
their revenue, Ly a small duty on Biitish Meiehaa
dize —The hon. Spenker wan ioclined to think that
ihe numberieg of warrants had nothing to do with
the presen rassment ; if there had bevo sufii. i-
ent iunds in 'reasury, aud ne such imuroper and
lavish apjrepiioticus as had Leen made, there wou ld
bave Leen no pecessity for numbericg them.

generally ubtain their warranis first, even for the eur-
rent year, while those at a distance could not even
obiain those which were due in preceding years.—
The house hud empowered bim (Mr. Spreaker) to
mention the subjeet o his Excellency, but had sug-
gested no plan for its improvement: on wonferring
wiih his Excellency on the matter, it was Dgreed\lhnt

it would be fur belter (o i-sue the whele of th&war-
rents at once, 8o that all might bnve an cqual ehhico
af negacinting them 5 wnd he (M, 8peaker,) bhad po
duul 1, thatif a plan to regulate (he order of their pay-
ment, accoidirg 1o the funds in the Treasury, had
bren snggested by the House, his Exeellency won'd
cheerfully have complied with it.—The lion ‘Spr'nker
uggested the propriety of omitting for the future, in
the Apprapriation Bills, the clause dirccting the war-
ratts to bie issned 4 by and with the adrice of His Me-

Jesty's Council ;* he thought it wouid be better that

nothing should be left 1o be done, after the law was
euacted, but for the Lxecutive to earry into effect tha
inteativn of the law, sccording to his own disaretion
and authority, which would render any such regula-
tion unnecessery.  The hon. Speaker concluded with
seme olerrvetions relative to the coin required in
pnyment at (he Cun'om Houve, and the frequent dif-
ficolty of geiting Dollars, hecavse the Bank often
found it more advaningeous to import other coins,
which were also a legal tender.

Mr. Weldon coincided in the views of these who
atiributed the prerent emharrassment to the improvi-
dent spproprintions of the howse ; contended that the
unsaleatleness of wnrrants evinced » want of capitsl
and cirenlating medium in the eountry ; that the num-
becing of warinots was, under the ciicuinstances, the
nacessary resuli of the discreiion vested in the Execu-
tive ; thoi retrenchment was the snly remedy for the
present distress s that pinrt of the public debit had al-
ready bren discharged ; and thai the hon. member
for Gloucester was totally in error in supposing 1hat
any werrants for grants before the adoption of the
em, were till uopaid.  The hon,
menhoer also briefly aliuded to various otler parts of
the speech, and pariicnlarly coincided in Mr. Chiand-
ler's views respecting the establishment of a Custom
Hause Cllicer al the head of (he Bay of Fundy. He
congratulated the honse on the prolinbility of a favor-
able setilement of the Camal Devenue guestion ;
strongly deprecatad the present aystem of licensing
parish schoolmastors, alluded to the Bill psssed Isst
year for its umendment, and lost elsewhere, and ex-
preseed bis wishes for ihe improvement of thar sys-
tem ; and in conclusion, slluded to the good feeling
evinced by his Excellency in the concluding para.
graph of his speech, nnd urged upon the hovse the
necessity of mecting it with <ordiality and recipr. sal
zood will,

* My, Wyer considered the speech on the wkole as
ily gratifyivg.  The hon. member advecated the
wlute necessity of retrenchment, beginning with tLe
embers' p including reductions in tho Militia
expenss, the ge grants, &c. ; and extending to
cther appropriations generally. He then proceeded
to animadvert strongly en the subject of centralund
trade, which lie considervd to bave greatly increased
since the abolition of the Kevenue Cutter, and he at-
tributed the grest docrease of the Revenue ut St. An-
drews, from ALT000 to L3000, chiefly to this cause.
The hou. member stuted, that a Merchant in East-
port lately told him that be had sold 10,060 barrels of
tlour within the lust year, und that he Lad no doubt
most ef it went up the Pay and paid vo duty. He at-
tributed the pecuniary embarrassments principally to
ever-trading, the want of a sufiiciency of circulating
medinin, and the payment of dollars at the Custom
House ; exprossed bis satisfaction with various parts
of the speech, such as that relative to the (‘asual Re-
venue, and concluded by urging the necessity of re-
trenchment and of efiorts to liquidate the public dobt.
