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The Congregation is divided into Ten Districts each of which 
is assigned to an Elder. It is his duty to visit the families in his 
District, to note changes of residence, and to inform the Minister and 
Session of special cases of sickness or poverty.

Pointe-aux-Trembles, Longue Pointe, Maisonneuve, Petite Cote, St. Michel, Sault 

aux Recollets, and all outside the city limits northwards.

District No. II.—Matthew Hodge, Elder.
From St. Denis Street, south of Sherbrooke Street, eastward to 

Maisonneuve Village.

District No. Ill—William Clelland, Jr., Elder.
East of Cadieux Street, north of Sherbrooke Street, to city limits.

District No. IV.—P. M. MacTavish, Elder.
From Cadieux Street, north of Sherbrooke Street, west to St. Urbain 

Street, excluded.

District No. V.—James Robertson, Elder.
From St. Urbain Street, all included, west to Park Avenue, above 

Sherbrooke Street.

District No. \ I.—Thomas Graham and VVm. J. Mundell, Elders.
From St. Denis Street, to Bleury Street, and from Sherbrooke Street 

to St. Catherine Street.

District No. VII.—John S. Loughead, Elders.
From St. Denis and Bonsecours Streets, to McGill and Beaver Hall 

Streets, south of St. Catherine Street.

District No. VIII,—Charles Byrd and William Darling, Elders.
From Park Avenue and Bleury Street to University Street, north of St. 

Catherine Street, but west of Phillips Place, south to St.
Antoine Street.

District No. IX—William S. Lowe, Eider.
Prom St. Antoine Street, excluded, north to city limits, and from 

University Street, westwards.

District No. X.—John M. Farquhar, Elder.
From McGill Street, westward, to St. Antoine Street, included.
