: ■ \ New York, Aug. 31—Big league base­

ball officials here are beginning to wor­
ry over probable delays in the season’s 
schedule as a result of the threatened 
railroad strike. / They foresee the pos­
sibility that the closing of the season 
may be set back perhaps a month by 
the slower means of transportation on 
which they would be compelled to rely 
if railroad service were interrupted.

So far as the intersectional games are 
concerned, the baseball men are not dis­
turbed, as the jumps between the cities 
in the east can be made by automobile, 
trolley or boat.

In the middle of September, however, 
when the eastern clubs should go west 
in the American League and the western 
clubs of the National League should 
come east, the managers fear they may 
be confronted by a serious problem. 
They say it probably will be impossible 
in the event of a strike to finish the 
schedule before the end of October, in­
stead of early in the month.

Eastern Ontario Along the north 
shore of Lake Ontario and in Prince 
Edward county there are some fair or­
chards, particularly in Bowmanville and 
Newcastle districts and near Trenton. 
Crop generally can be called light with 
the exception of a few well cared for 
orchards. Fruit generally badly affected 
with scab. Buyers looking over ground, 
but careful growers are holding out for 
high prices for any good fruit they have.

Annapolis Valley, N. S.—Apple con­
dition unchanged. Astrachans wholesal­
ing at $2 for No. 1; Crimson Beauty, 
$3.25 for No’s 1 and 2. Demand good.

A few well kept or­
chards have about 50 per cent of clean 
fruit, but crop generally Is scabby. There 
are some fair to good crops of Baldwin. 
Total crop is from 35 to 40 per cent 
greateh than 1915. Trees and fruit 
are showing effects of very dry weather.

Georgian Bay district:—Weather is 
now more favorable for fruit, as a re­
sult of rains on August 24th and 26th. 
A few of the best orchards have been 
bought at $1.50 to $2.00 per barrel, pick­
ed, for Nos. 1 and 2 (winter varieties.) 
Duchess and early fall. varieties are 
bringing $2.00 to $2.26 f. o. b. shipping 
point for Nos. 1 and 2; tomatoes 35c. to 
40c. per eleven quart basket, and plums 
80c. to 40c. per eleven quart basket.

Burlington, Ont.:—Between Toronto 
and Hamilton apples are a very poor 
crop and will not pack more than 10 per 
cent No.s. 1 and 2. There Is a fair 
crop of pears with quality fair to good. 
Plums are a decidedly short crop. To­
mato crop short and quality fair; can- 
ners will receive practically no quantity.

Niagara Peninsula : —Rain now falling 
is relieving situation to some extent. It 
is however, too late for Bartlett pears 
and early peaches, but there are hopes 
that it will help size up later varieties. 
The grape 
pecially in cultivated vineyards. Apples 
are showing scab very badly in all parts 
of the district.

Leamington, Ont.:—Apples are small 
and there are few on the market. 
Peaches are moving freely. Yellow St. 
Johns selling at 90c. to $1.00 per eleven 
quart basket, and 60 cents per six quart 
basket. Tomatoes are about over.

Hamilton, Ont.:—Yellow St. Johns 
$1 per eleven quart basket, other varie­
ties 65c.
