Even at 9d. for the 4 Ib. loaf, bread is
the cheapest food that can be bought at
the present time. An expert pointed
qut to @ London Daily Telegraph repre-
sentative that while bread for human
consumption was at an average price
of 2 1-4d. per Ib, dog biscuits are being
sold at 2 1-2d. per'lb. Before the de-
claration of war the 4 1b. loaf of bread
cost 5 1-2d. and 6d. At that period a
sack of flour, out of which ninety-two 4-
Ib. loaves on an' average are made, was
bought for 25s..  Today that same sack
brings anything from 49s, to 52s. Labor
has also to be taken into account. In
these days experienced bakers are be-
ing sought for in every direction, for
men of working capacity are in the ser-
vice of their country, and women, so far,
cannot fill their places. A baker who
formerly earned 25s.-a week can now
command £8. An increase of 1-2d. on
the 4.1b. loaf signifies 4s. more on a sack
of flour, and the extra cost of labor
adds 8-4d. to every loaf.

MATHEWSON GOES
T0 CINCINNATI

Famous Pitcher Traded to Reds
For Buck Herzog, a Former
Giant; Will Manage Team

New York, July 17.—Christy Mathew-
son, the last and most famous of . the
Old Guard of the Giants, is to leave the
team. “Big Six,” New York’s fore-
most baseball citizen, is slated to go to
Cincinnati to succeed Buck H as
manager of the Reds, and Herzie Is to
become the Giants’ third baseman, ac-
cording to a tentative agreement made.
The announcement that- Matty had
pitched his last game for the Giants, for
whom he has toiled for sixteen years,
caused the greatest stir that the base-
ball community has experienced since
the obituary of the Federal league was
written last winter.

After conferring with Harry N. Hemp-
stead, president of the New York club,
President August Hermann of the Reds
announced that the deal whereby the
Giants will trade Matty, Bill McKech-
nie and Eddie Rousch for Buck Herzog
and Outfielder Williams had been prac-
tically consummated and would be put
through as soon as it receives the ap-
p]rova] of the directors of the Cincinnati
club.
Giants reserved the right to recall the
illustrious twirler at the end of two years
if they wish to do so.

As far as Manager McGraw is con-
cerned, he is willing to let Matty go. The
Cincinnati club, according to Herrmann,
is willing to assume Matty’s contract,
which calls for a big salary. Matty, it
is understood, 1s anxious to manage a
ball club, and the chances are he will
offer no barriers to balk the deal.

Mr. Herrmann said that Herzog him-
self elected to return to the New York
club. The Brooklyn club, he said, made
a flattering offer for the services of the
star shortstop. The Chicago Cubs and
Boston Braves also were hot after the
Marylander. Herzog’s contract contains
a clause to the effect that in the event
of his release as manager of the Cin-
cinnati Reds he can choose his own club.
So Herzog selected New York.

‘The acquisition of Herzog on top of
the purchase of Sallee will bolster up
the Giants considerably and increase
their chances for a pennant materially.
Herzog will play third base in place of
MeKechnie. At third Herzog will be a
big improvement, for he not only is a
better hitter than McKechnie, but he is
a better all-round man.

While the rumors were current con-
cerninig an exchange of players between
the New York and Cincinnati clubs
the names of Fletcher and Doyle were
mentioned frequently.
