the plea made yesterday by certain ath- 

- , letes, who were professionalized
eral years ago, that some teams from 
the City or City and County League 
join them in forming a group to be 
called the Independent Amateur 
League. He also said that at the end 
of the year’s suspension the athlete 
was not in good standing but only 
•eligible to apply for reinstatement to 
the C. A. A. U. at the 1927 annual 
meeting and even then it might not 
be granted for some time.

A. W. Covey, vice-president of the 
iC. A. A. U., also warned athletes 
«gainst taking such a step. He char­
acterized the new league under consid­
eration as a “huge joke.”

EITHER AMATEUR OR PRO.
Mr. Stirling said that he wished to 

warn young athletes particularly 
•gainst a step which would place them 
outside the amateur ranks. He stressed 
the point that there was no such thing 
as an Independent Amateur. An ath­
lete was either an amateur or profes­
sional he declared.

Regarding some of the players who 
signed the statement in the newspaper 
yesterday Mr. Stirling said that Elmir 
Martin would have been reinstated last 
fall b,ut for one game the latter par­
ticipated in during the summer and he 
was practically certain to receive his 
card by the end of this month. He 
also said that the applications of Joe 
O’Connor, Vincent Boyne and Jack 
O’Toole, although the latter’s name did 
not appear on yesterday’s statement, 
had all been forwarded to the National 
Registration Committee for reinstate­
ment. He pointed out, however, that 
if they again played with men regarded 
as pros, they removed'all chance of 
ever being reinstated.

MR. COVEY’S OPINION
Mr. Covey said that the move was 

just another attempt to put pro. ball 
on the may under the same old cloak 
of independent amateurism as was at­
tempted at Amherst in 1922, when an 
organization was formed and a local 
man elected president to handle inde­
pendent amateur athletics, but It never 
functioned he declared.

This attempt to pose as amateur 
again Mr. Covey classed as a “huge 
joke.” He said that it was only an at­
tempt to entice some youngsters who 
did not realize what they were doing 
into turning pro.

He concluded his remarks by sound­
ing a warning as vice-president of the 

. C. A. A. Ü. that any misguided youth 
jumping into the pro. ranks after be­
ing this warned well in advance was 
going out of the mateor ranks per­
manently. He said that the C. A. A. 
LT. would not consider application for 
reinstatement foe-athletes taking such 
a step after so fair a warning even 
when they became eligible to apply 
following their suspension.

JOCK HUTCHISON
Fresh from a victory over the great 

Detroit National League team of that 
day, the Sanduskians were heroes when 
they took the field at Brooklyn Park, 
then just outside the Cleveland city 
limits.

The great record of the Cleveland 
team prompted the management to im­
port a well-known Bostonian as pitcher 
—John L. Sullivan, then heavyweight 
lighting champion of the world.

According to a newspaper account of 
the game, 8,000 persons were in attend­
ance when play was called.

Says a Sandusky paper of Sept. 14,
1885: “The crowd was very large, the 
attraction being John L. Sullivan, who 
patched for Forest City.

“Sullivan, clad in full ring costume, 
pitched the nine innings and although are 
the Sandusky boys, found him to some, will be divided into two sections with 
extent, he was at times very speedy.
His fine physique brought forth much 
admiration and even our boys watched 
his work with interest.

“The Sanduskians made seven clean 
hits off the, pugilist’s delivery, while 
Forest City only hit Schiebeck safely 
twice. John L. succeeded in fanning 
only t*o batsmen. Sandusky won, 2 
to 0.” •

With the finish of the game the San­
dusky team’s part in the play ended 
and John D. Rockefeller’s began. To 
go back to the newspaper account :

THERE is

When the knee bends outward to­
ward the ball, as it should, and not 
in toward the other knee, the left heel 
comes, in easily and the leg rests on 
the ball of the foot slightly favoring 
the right side.

This bit of advice has put more good 
golfers back on their game and helped 
others to acquire a good golf swing 
than any other thing I know of.

This advice has even won a cham­
pionship for one player, who was not 
supposed to have much of a chance a 
month before.
