WITH ARGENTINA

Closer Relations Between Canada
and That Country Possible—
‘Farming Implements Will be in
Demand

(Toronto Globe.)

Closer relation between Canada and
the Argentine are hoped for by Jorge
Mitre, publisher and editor of La Na-
cion of Buenos Aires, who arived in To-
ronto last night. He came to North
America some weeks ago on business
and decided to come to Canada to see
what might be done to facilitate paper
shipments. His visit has unexpectedly
developed into more or less propaganda
work for his country, as manufacturers
in every city he has visited have been
anxious to learn of opportunities for ex-
port trade.

he told the Globe at the King Edward.
“Our country is not a manufacturing
country, but it is a good spending coun-
try. It is not a manufacturing country
because we have no minerals, and while
we have some large cities—Buenos Aires
is a cosmopolitan city of 3,000,000—the
chief production is in agriculture. Natur-
ally, there is a good market for agricul-
tural implements. We obtain all our
pulp and paper from Canada now. There
are many things which I should suppose
Canada could export to Argentina.”

Question of Credits. _

Asked as to the question of credits,
Mr. Mitre said that the long-time cred-
its formerly given by the Germans
would not prevent business on Ameri~
can plans. For one thing, there is now
a greater amount of liquid capital ready
for investment, so that long credits are
not necessafy. As to the tariff, this is
for revenue purposes only. While agri-
cultural implements are imported free
of duty, and other necessities, luxuries
are taxed. For instance, pianos pay a
reasonable customs tax, though it does
not prevent large importations, Mr. Mitre
said he had seen Canadian pianos in
Buenos Aires, but more American in-
struments.

Britain Does Big Trade.

Before the war there was consider-
able trade with Germany, though the
British had the lion’s share. The British
would continue to do big business with
Argentine, along with Canada and the
Jnited ‘States. The strong pro-ally
feeling of the country, he was confi-
dent, would be against Germany’s

chances of redeeming its trade to any
