Provided that money conditions remain
reasonably easy this work will be pro-
secuted steadily throughout the war, but
nothing new will be undertaken, and the
programme of public works such as
would in the usual course be proposed
f-# the approval of parliament next ses-
sion will be cut in half, only work which
has already been commenced or is ab-
solutely necessary being carried on. In
this way the government hopes to be
able to give employment to many, while
at the same time practising that econ-
omy which the present situation de-
mands.

A UNITED EMPIRE

No small part of Great Britain’s di-
plomatic game is the creation of pre-
judice against Germany in all parts of
the scattered British Empire. War has
united all elements because they believe
that German militarism means oppres-
sion of all colonials if the empire goes
down in defeat. In South Africa we

tion, calling on the Boers to support and
fight for their English conquerors with
whom they waged one of the most des-
perate wars in all history only thirteen
years ago. General Christian Rudolf de-
Wet, most redoubtable of the Boer lead-
ers in that war, is now raising a force of
South African scouts among his own
people for service in Europe. South
African colonial troops are now fight-
ing German soldiers on the border. The
Boers are like the Irish, the Silkhs and
the Gurkhas, and their loyalty to the
crown in the hour when the British
Empire stands in greater peril than ever
before since the days of the Spanish
Armada, is the chief triumph of that
peculiar diplomacy which no rivals have
ever been able to fathom.

When the Ulster Volunteers ordered
10,000 rifles in Germany 50,000 were de-
livered without a word being said about
payment. This gift of 40,000 rifles was
a mystery then, but it is now clear that
some one in Germany thought Ireland
would rebel as soon as England became
involved in a FEuropean war, which
might have kept England out of it. Send-
ing those extra rifles was part of that
German diplomacy which mistook Great
Britain’s position and underrated her
strength and resources.

Great Britain’s diplomatic counter
strokes have deprived Germany and
Austria-Hungary of the support of their
ally, Italy, and have made Italy a- men-
ace to them.

If, on tne other hand, ths
goods are misrepresente
through dishonest advertising,
the confidence of the people in
that house will be shaken and
ruin will soon come from the
expense of the advertising with-
out the necessary volume of
business from hﬁpgy customers
to pay for it. Such experiences
affect the confidence of every-
one in advertising in general,
and injure, to a certain extent,
the honest advertiser.

Advertising, to be a_ success,
must be honest, not only in big
things, but in little things as
well. The people may be fooled
part of the time, but the time
soon comes when a dishonest ad-
vertiser finds out he can’t fool
the people very long. This ac-
¢ounts for most fallures in ad-
vertising.
