AT BRUSSELS MAY

Ottawa, .Time 19—Yesterday în 'he 
House of Commons, Sir George Foster 
said that the government still had under 
consideration renewal of the powers of 
the Çanada Wheat Board for another 
year. Income tax act was put through 
committee. Amendments providing for 
Increase of exemption for persons w'.ck 
children and also providing for exemp­
tion of charitable institutions were lost.

Modifications to the new luxury taxes, 
were brought down by the government 
and discussed. Many changes were sug­
gested.

.On the income tax J. Archambault of 
Chambly-Vercheres proposed that the 
exemption allowance out of taxable in­
come be made $500 for each child, in­
stead of $200 as provided.

H. E. Laviguer of Quebec county said 
that he had twenty three children and 
supported the amendment warmly, 
others also supported it, including 
Rodolphe Lemieux, but it was defeated 
on division.

An amendment to make dividends 
taxable when “paid or distributed,” in­
stead of “declared or voted,” was car­
ried.

question of taxing the indemnity 
of M. P’s. was held over until the third 
reading of the bill.

Major Hume Cronyn of London pro­
posed a new clause providing for the 
exemption from taxation of contributions 
to charitable institutions to an amount 
not in excescs of ten per cent of the 
tax payer’s net income. This was de­
feated. The bill was reported as am­
ended and given second reading.
Luxury Tax.

On the luxury tax, Sir Henry Dray­
ton said, that the government stood on 
the principle that revenue was required 
and could be obtained by this means. 
The last word had not been said on the 
subject, and he looked to the committee 
for helpful suggestions and amendments.

The changes proposed are:
Candy and confectionery—a tax of 

ten per cent on all candy and candy sub­
stitutes, except on original packages and 
original labelled pieces bearing the 
name of the manufacturer os the pack­
ages or labels, retailing for ten cents or 
less; also confectionery declared and 
known as gross goods as sold to children 
at one cent each; these exceptions not 
to apply to candy at any time when 
sold by the manufacturer in bulk. On 
chewing gum or substitutes therefore, 
the tax is reduced from ten to three 
per cent.

Further suggestions will be made later 
with reference to pianos, organs and 
other musical instruments.

It is proposed to increase the tax on 
automobiles adopted for passenger use 
retailing at $3,000 each, from fifteen to 
20 per cen$-

According to customs decisions the 
resolutions providing for an increased 
tax of $2 a gallon on spirits, lime juice 
or fruit juices, tinctures and medicines 
means a tax of $4 on lime juices, medi­
cines and perfumes, as the tax is held 
to be cumulative. It is proposed that 
this tax shall not be cumulative; that 
there shall be only one advance on the 
present rates for the alcoholic contents 
in lime juices, patent medicines, etc., of 
$2 in place of $4.

A reduction is also proposed to be 
made on imported medicinal of medi­
cated wines, vermouth and ginger wines, 
and patent and proprietary medicines 
containing not 40 per cent of proof spir­
its, from 30 to 20 per cent.

It is proposed to abandon the present 
stamp taxes now collected on patent and 
proprietary medicines, perfumery, etc.

Other changes include the exemption 
from all taxation of boots for lumber­
men, fishermen and miners. Furs will 
be taxed ten per cent instead of twenty 
per cent as originally provided. Clocks 
and watches in excess of $10 each will 
be taxed ; tax on oriental rugs reduced 
from 20 to IS per cent; 10 per cent on 
corsets in excess of $5, knitted sweaters 
in excess of $16.

Playing cards sold at $24 a gross pack 
or less are to be taxed 15 cents a pack; 
from $24 to $36 a gross pack the tax is 
25 cents a pack and above $36 a gross 
pack 50 cents a pack.

Cigarette and cigar holders, pipes, 
smoking sets, etc., are brought under the 
heading of jewelry taxable at 20 per 
cent, as are gold and silver mounted 
pens and pencils, pocket knives, hunting 
and bowie knives, etc-, silver and gold 
deposit ware, etc. A branch of a de­
partmental store or any firm or cor­
poration whose chief business is dealing 
in jewelry will be required to take out 
a license and pay a tax of 10 per cent 
on total sales.

W. S- Loggie (Northumberland, N. 
B.), objected to the principle of assess­
ing taxes at tjie factory or point of Im­
port. He warmly supported the pro­
posals of the minister of finance.

Hon. W. S. Fielding suggested tiiat 
simple and inexpensive jewelry should 
not be taxed. Sir Henry informed Mr. 
Fielding that at present the saie of a 
«hip was exempted from tax.

Paris, June 10—The resignation of 
Premier Nitti of Italy and the prospect 
of a protracted cabinet crisis in Ger­
many, with a consequent improbability 
that the Italian and German cabinets 
will be established in office before the 
beginning of July, the time fixed for 
the Allied interviews at Brussels pre­
liminary to the Spa conference, leads 
to the belief in French official circles that 
the Allies may abandon this preliminary 
conference. In this case, it is said, the 
international financial conference might 
be held without waiting for the results 
of the Spa conference.

If this plan is carried out, it is be­
lieved, the financial conference would 
have to consider means of restoring the 
economic balance of Europe, while as­
suring execution of the peace treaty, by 
means of an international loan by the 
Allied governments.

Rome, June 10—The resignation of 
the fNitti ministry yesterday, followed 
an announcement by the premier that 
the bread restrictions would be annulled. 
This announcement brought out protests 
from several parts of the chamber while 
the Socialists applauded it.

Signor Nitti announced that the min­
istry would remain in office temporarily 
to maintain order and expedite current 
business.

Formtr Premier Orlando resigned yes­
terday as president of the chamber of 
deputies. He is said to desire to return 
to his seat as a deputy in the chamber 
and again participate in active political 
life.

It Cent a Pound San Francisco, June 10—A reduction 
in the wholesale price of sugar from 
$26.30 to $25 a hundredweight, is an­
nounced by the Western Sugar Refinery.

Minneapolis, Minn., June 10—The price 
of flour declined forty cents at one local 
market yesterday. Family patents were 
quoted at $14.35 to $14.85 a barrel in 
car lots in 98 pound cotton sacks. A 
weaker wheat market on Tuesday was 
said to be the cause.

Paris, June 10—Men’s suits at forty- 
five francs, in normal times about $9, 
will be possible in Paris, according to 
newspapers, if a campaign being con­
ducted by them is sucessful. The gov­
ernment is holding more, than two mil­
lion yards of cloth suitable for clothing, 
and is being urged to release sufficient 
for 700;000 suits, under an agreement 
with manufacturers and unions by which 
êaeh suit could be made at as low a cost 
as possible.

GLACE BAY TOWN
COUNCIL GIVES IN

Threatened Tie-tqi of Water 
and Power Supply Is Avert-(Canadian Press.)

Ottawa, June 10—Last night the 
House of Commons went intb committee 
on a resolution which provides for sev­
eral amendments to the post office act. 
It provides for an increase in the regis­
tration fee on letters and other matter 
passing through the mails, from five to 
ten cents. The rate of postage on news­
papers and periodicals printed and pub­
lished in Canada and issued at inter­
vals of less than one month, is increased 
from one cent to two cents a pound or 
fraction thereof.

Newspapers and periodicals which are 
to be transmitted more than forty miles 
or the publication of which is of greater 
frequency than once a week, shall be 
subject tq postage at the rate of one 
cent a pound or fraction thereof, for the 
year beginning January 1921, and one 
and a half cents a pound or fraction 
thereof, for the following years. This 
postage is to be fixed by stamps or as 
the postmaster general may direct.

Hon. Martin Burrell, minister of cus­
toms and inland revenue said there had 
been a loss of a quarter of a million on 
registration of letters in the last year. 
The ten cent rate was the same as that 
of the United States and practically 
the same as that in England. He said 
that while the post offices was carrying 
54 per cent of the total weight of 
mail matter in newspapers, the revenue 
from these was only one per cent. Tak­
ing 87,000,000 pounds of newspaper at 
one quarter of a cent a pound, the 
present rate, brought in $290,000 a year. 
The department was losing $5,000,000 
a year by the present rate.

Hon. R. Lemieux charged that the 
government, by this resolution, was pro­
moting sectionalism, dividing the ave­
nues between east and west and hinder­
ing the free exchange of thought. If 
the government wished to increase rev­
enue it should chop off the heads of the 
top-heavy post office staffs. He thought 
that the increase would tend to reduce 
the circulationof Canadian publications 
and let in a flood of yellow literature 
from the United States.

W. A. Buchanan, of Lethbridge, said 
that the publishers of daily newspapers 
in Canada were agreeable to an in­
crease of one quarter of a cent at first 
to be followed with other increases at 
intervals of say six months until the 
maximum rate suggested was reached, 
would be just. A sudden increase up to 

cent a pound would work hardship 
on many newspapers because their sub­
scription lists were made out for some 
time in advance at a certain rate, and 
could not be raised until they expired. 
The increased cost of postage would 
have to be met by increased subscrip­
tion and advertising rates.

Berlin, June 10—Despite their loss of 

fifty-three seats, the Social Democrats 
will still be the leading party in the new 
Reichstag. lOther coalition parties, 
namely the Democrats and Centrists, 
lost thirty seats and four seats respec­
tively, while the opposition, namely the 
Independent Socialists, the German 
People’s Party and the Nationalists, 
gained .fifty-eight seats, thirty-nine, and 
twenty-three seats respectively.

Voerwaerts says that the entire So­
cialist vote establishes the fact that the 
country does not want dictatorship by 
the proletariat.
