Safety Department
Street A P
From Taxes—Ferry Matters ete.
The Common Council met yesterday
afternoon.
The board of public safety reported
that they had under consideration the
resolution of the board of trade asking
the council to have connection made
with the fire alarm and time ball to en-
sure uniformity of time throughout the
city, but they could not recommend that
the request be complied; with that they
had under consideration the petition of
Richard Rawlings ofthe police force,ask-
ing that his pay be restored ;to what it
was before the reduction was made in
July last, and they recommendthat the
prayer of the petition be complied with;
that the director be authorized to pur-
chase such overcoats for the policemen
as he may find absolutely necessary;
that they had before them the petition
of John 8. Hall, agent for the estate of
the late Martha Adams, praying that the
tenants occupying the premises belong-
ing to the estate may be allowed to re-
ceive coal and other fuel, etc., necessary
for their use and for the use of their
business on and from the south market
lot,and they recommend thatupon an ag-
reement being entered into by the per-
son or persons representing the estate,
to the satisfaction of the recorder,
that such privilege shall cease
upon receiving a notice to do 8o from the
common council, permission be granted,
the location and work ry for such
purpose to be under the direction of the
city engineer.
The board recommended that tbey be
empowered to regulate the placing of
electric light and other wires in this
city, and that the com-
mittee be instructed to prepare
a bill to be submitted for enactment at
the coming session of the legislature, to
enable the city to make bye-laws con-
trolling the stringing and placing of
such wires in the city.

The board had had before them the
communication of Mrs, Elizabeth Ann
Mclntosh, claiming compensation for
alleged injury to her house by the rais-
ing of the grade on Middle street (west),
but they could not recommend that her
request be complied with; that they had
ander consideration the petition of
James Collins and others asking pecun-
iary assistance to enable them to make
changes to their houses, alleged to be
necessary on account of the raising of
the sidewalk on Main street, but they
could not recommend that the petition
be granted.

The board have had before them the
petition of J. W. Holder. and they re-
commend that he be paid the sum of $75
in full and for all claims against the city
upon his giving a release to the city for
all claims whatever consequent upon
tHe raising of Main street; that they
would also recommend that the common
clerk have the Indiantown harbor bye-
laws printed. Adopted.

The appeals committee recommended
that the chamberlain be autherized to
acéept the sum of $14,70 from the estate
of Michael J. Connell in full, being & re-
duction on income and $500 real estate;
that Mary Warnock and Benjamin Cart-
er be relieved ; that the sum of $7.88 be
accepted from John McConnell, in fali
for the present year ; that if Daniel Me-
Manus pay his taxes for 1881, with costs,
by the 1st of January next, he be reliev-
ed of all arrears; that the assessment of
Henry Cunningham be reduced to $3.45
for the year 1890.

December of this year the approxi-
mate deficit since the ‘union, would be
$24,729.84, making a deficit for the pre-
sent year of $8,556.84, but as an assess-
ment of $5,000 was made this year for
ferry purposes, of which about $4,000
will have been collected at theg close of
the year, there is actually no decrease
n the average annual deficit; that the
running expenses of the year 1890 reach-
ed $25,715.09, which the committee pre-
sume is about the average annual expend-
iture; the total receipts for the same year
amounted to $18,046.40, making a deficit
for that year of $12,674.63; the commitiee
gathered “from these figures that the
monthly expenditure for running is ab-
out$850 in excess of the receipts; the
committee asked for further time to sub-
mit a scheme for the reorganization of
the service, as they were not yetready
to report on the matter; the report was
adopted.
