After a struggle of many days Witk
mortal illness, Sir John A. Macdonald
passed quietly away at & quarter pas
ten o'clock on Saturdasy evening. Fo
more than a week his death had been
hourly expected, its probable effects had
been canvassed and time-serving persons
had got themselves in & proper attitude
to worship the rising sun, whoever he
might be, yet his death when it was
‘anmounced c¢ame with the efiect of a3
shock, so true it is that while
there is life “men - cling to the
hope of recovery. As & matter o
fact there was never from the first any
prospect of Sir John's recovery. He w
a doomed man on Friday the 20th ult.
that time until the end, the prolongation
of his life was merely a matter of strength
of constitution and good nursing. - In Sir
John's case the spirit and the body did
not part without a long struggle, yet we
doubt whether, if he had been so favored
