FROM KITIMAT ARM.
Mr. J. S. Wilkinson, P.L.S. Returns 

From the North To-day.
Among the passengers on the Bosco- 

witz this morning was Mr, J. S. Wilkin­
son, P.L.S., who has been to the head 
of Kitimat Arm on a surveying expedi­
tion. Mr Wilkinson, who’ Is accompan­
ied by his nephew, Mr. E. S. Wilkinson, 
brings most encouraging reports as to 
the feasibility of constructing a rail­
road from Kitimat Arm to the Skeena 
River. He has made the trip before, and 
passes over sandy benches ties could be 
says that in some places where the route 
laid almost without grading being re­
quired. He confirms the statements 
made regarding the value of the land for 
agricultural purposes, the valley, four or 
five miles wide, containing only patches 
of timber here and there. The provin­
cial government have reserved a large

TWO WERE KILLED.
A Double Murder Reported From Skag­

way—Elder Ashore.
Steamer Cleveland, of the Washington 

and Alaska steamship line, arrived in 
Tacoma yesterday direct from Skagway 
and Dyea, She brought "the news that 
on the morning of March 24, the day she 
left there, two Klondikers were shot and 
killed in a restaurant or dance house or 
other regort, and that a boy in the same 
place shot another man in the leg at the 
same time. The Cleveland got away 
from the port but a few hours after the. 
shooting, and tob early to ascertain- the" 
names of the principals in the fight and 
other particulars of the affray.

The Cleveland passed and spoke the 
steamer Geo. W. Elder, of the Pacific 
Coast Steamship Company’s Portland) 
Alaskan line, on the rocks in Tongas 
Narrows, at 11 o’clock last Saturday 
night The vessel had been on the rocks 
but fifteen- minutes, She refused assist­
ance from the Cleveland, and exneeted 
to get off with the next high tide. It 
was impossible to ascertain the extent ol 
the injuries.

The steamer Rosalie was standing by 
the Elder. The Elder had a large 
tier of passengers aboard, say the officers 
of the Cleveland, and it was thought 
that she was on her way north.

THE TOWN OF BENNETT.
A letter from Bennett lake states that 

“this is getting to be the liveliest place 
in British Columbia. A, large number of 
people are coming through and very many 
more are working like beavers on the 
trail to get over by the time the lakes 
open. Mr. M. King, of Victoria, has ar­
rived with the two mills, twenty horses 
and the general large outfit of thb Vic­
toria Yukon Trading Co., for building 
boats, etc. The mills are being put up 
on the company’s townsite and will be 
ready to cut lumber soon after the first 
of April. The company's townsite and 
Sullivan’s location are being surveyed by 
an engineer, who is also making surveys 
for the government and other parties. 
There is going to be quite a demand fol­
iota, and many parties are getting out 
foundations for buildings, which will go 
ahead just as soon as the mills can get 
out the 'lumber. A drug store, several 
hotels, quarters for the provincial police, 
warehouses, etc., will be among the first 
to go up. ‘Bennett’ is to be the name of 
the new town and not ‘Portage City* as 
reported.”

WAIT UNTIL SPRING
Such is the Advice of a Returned 

’lraveller on the Winter 
Trails.

News of the Grider Party—They are 
Going in Light and 

Discontented,

Mr. J. H. Lovejoy, of San Francisco, 
returned by the Boseowitz this morning, 
having made the attempt to get into the 
country first by the Stikine, and second­
ly uy the Skeena, in,each case without 
success. Mr. Lovejoy’s opinions, based 
upon his experiences, make interesting 
matter, and confirm fully the statement: 
made that travel into the interior by the 
Stikine was for/p time interrupted. Mr. 
Lovejoy went up to Wrangel over a 
month ago, accompanied by two others, 
intending proceeding up the Stijtine. On 
arrival at Wrangel the party found fif­
teen hundred pepole encamped, and on 
making enquiries were.told the river was 
impassable owing to the slush. They 
did not accept the opinions of others as 
conclusive, but made their way a tew 
miles up, only to find that it was utterly 
impoesible for anyone to get through. 
They returned to Wrangel, and .Mr 
Lovejoy says the feeling at that point 
was running very high consequent upon 
the fact that the true state of the case 
had been kept back from passengers for 
Wrangel, and who would have preferred 
to remain in Victoria until navigation 
opened rather than have to spend weeks 
at Wrangel. “If the papers had pub­
lished the true facts of the case in time 
to save the mad rush which took place 
to the month of the Stikine, the result 
would have been, first that hundreds oi 
men would have wintered in Victoria, 
much to their own and the city’s advan 
tage, and secondly, they would have en 
tertained none but the best and most 
kindly feelings to the people of the city, 
whereas being piled "UP ia a place un­
fitted for the accommodation, of the vast 
crowds who have camped thero. com­
pelled to put in a miserable existence 
for many dreary weeks, the murmuring 
against what seems to the men' them­
selves to- have been unscrupulous mis­
representation was both loud and long.’ 
Determined, - however, not to give up 
until every possible method of getting in 
had been tried, Mr. Lovejoy and bis, 
companions made their way down to tbe 
mouth of the Skeena and attempted to 
get in by that route. By canoes they 
reached Aiyansh, a hundred miles up thi 
river, and then having lightened theii 
loads to the lowest possible margin com­
mensurate with safety, they engaged In 
tiians to pilot them and assist in packing 
their supplies to Hazleton. The resull 
was that the trail was found to be ol 
'the hardest possible description.- Up 
steep grades and down again to th< 
level, ascents of 500 feet at short dis 
tances had to be negotiated; in some 
places there was not enough snow to 
cover the trail, and the distance made 
was sometimes not more than one mile 
a day. Mr. Lovejoy recognized very 
early in the history of the attempt that 
success wasJiardly possible, aud deter­
mined- to abandon it. He returned, leav­
ing his companions struggling on their 
way, and figuring it out, as he says, “on 
a dollar and cents basis,” he is satisfied 
be can return to his home in San Fran­
cisco and be comfortable until May, and 
by taking the Stikine route, then onen 
for navigation, arrive at Dawson fully 
as soon as his companions.

The Grider Party.
Th'e Qridêr party, which left here.on 

the Boseowitz a few week» ago, was met 
by Mr. Lovejoy at Aiyansh, and be 
brings pews which tends to confirm the 
doubts entertained, in tije city when the 
party left hepi, as to the chances ot 
success attending the adventures of the 
fifty men who placed themselves under 
Girder’s guidance, expecting in return 
for the sum of $75 each to be piloted tc 
a locality where fabulously rich diggings 
existed. Mr. Lovejoy says the men were 
already murmuring, and they had then 
only experienced the easiest part of their 
trip, thbt by canoe from the mouth ol 
tiie Skeena to tbe commencement of the 
alleged trail. A gentleman in charge ol 
the Indian mission, at Aiyansh told Mr. 
Ijovejoy and the members of the Gride: 
party that it was impossible to get to 
Hazelton with the trail in the condition 
it was then. No pack animals can be 
used, every pound has to be carried on 
tbe traveller’s back, and the steep gra­
dients are such that unless a man is in 
perfect physical condition it is a sheer 
impossibility for him to get through. 
Mrs. Crider and another lady in the 
party were sent back to Port Simpson, 
it being recognized that for them to 
make the attempt was madness, and 
Seven tons of supplies were abandoned 
by the party, who discarded everything 
in their burdens it was possible to get 
along without.

Mr. Lovejoy learned something at Port 
Simpson to confirm the doubts of Gri­
der’s alleged knowledge. A man at Port 
Simpson had been in con manic ition 
with Grider in California, and the latte 
had asked him to send him as many 
samples of ore and dust as he could, and 
these samples were exhibited by Gridei 
as the samples he had personally obtain, 
ed from the diggings, his alleged per­
sonal knowledge of which enabled him 
to persuade his companions to part 
with $75 each. Mrs. Grider was mos- 
apxious when left behind by the party, 
desiring to return to her home in Cali­
fornia and dreading to leave , her hus­
band. She was ordered by her husband 
to remain at Port Simpson. Mr. Love 
joy fears that when tbe members of the 
pnrtv learn, as they would immediately 
they started out from Aiyansh, that the 
trail was împassable, and that Grider, 
if he had, as he claimed to have. : 
knowledge of the country, should have 
known such to be the case, will make 
trouble. The position is, in his opinion, 
alarming. Many of the men have not 
the wherewithal to return, the way tor
