HIs HONOR JUDGE WILKINSON,

who referred to the common wchool eduocs-
tional conditions in the provinoe fifty years
agn, when he was inspector of schoole for
Nocthumberland and was required o visit
and examine them—about 60 in number—
four times each yoar for the sum of $1.50 per
visit. He contrasted the indiffsrence of the
t:ustees of those times with the interest
those of the present day manifested in their
duties, and the «fficiency with which they
perfoimed them ; noted the mprovement
and advautsge of baving ladies on the Chat-
bam board aud spoke of the high character
and efficiency of the teachers, headed by Dr.
Cox, and including Miss Mowatt asud
others. He noted the improvement observ-
able everywhers ia public bui'dings,
churches acd ccurt houses, and ssked what
might we oot expect in these respects fifty
years hence ? He thought techuical educa-
ktuin would cune io ite good time,as progress
was made and circumstances would .adwmit,
It was not mooey that ruled the world, nor
wan it mind, but prayer, for if we depended
on mind or noney merely we could never
attain to the state which is most desirabl. .
Father MoLanghin had intimated thas he
bad no place where the seniors were, but he
thought the speeches the Chathamm young
men had made showed the progress they had
attuined to, and he wished them all, yoauuvg
and old, every success in the fature.
REV. W, C MATTHEWS,

the next epeaker, expressed hie pleasure
over what hu had seen of the new building,
and congratuluted all interested. He saw
representatives of all classes in the commun-

problems — the education — of after-life,
The natare, processes and characteristios of
the animal, vegetatl: and mineral kingdoms
are trught because the arts are founded on
such knowledge, aod their uoderlying prin-
cipies must be uuderstooa betore we cau win
success 1o any practical ca.ling ia lifs. The
speaker reforred to the wonderful progress
of our day in material thingse—the haroess-
iog of nature’s forces, ling unkoown or
imperfectly understood, and tothe inven-
tions which were emaucipating man from
the crude toil of past ages. [t was education
that had dove this—that had taught man to
better know him-elf and his fellow mun, and
his duty as a mao. The resuit was institu-
tions of leacning, hospitals, houses for toe
destitute and refuges fir the sick, aged
snd weak. We need not o b-yood Chatham
for examples in illustration of this, Hearts
have been stirred to good deeds and nobie
effort by the operation of educative toroes,

The reverend gentleman proceeded to
defive edueition, essying, amongst other |
things, that it was not learning, but the '
lsying down of the principles on which to
base the education of the future—the bu:ld- -
ing up of something that would last. He
thought that the Normsl sad other schools
failed in cultivatiog amongst teachers the
faculty of studyivg aod understanding the
pupils’ character and, therefore, fell short of
doing the work they should do. Teaching
demands all that ~teachers are capable of
doiug in scheol work with the pupils under
their direction, for it is in the school that
the foundation must be laid for the super-
structare of the pupils’ futare life,

After referring to the successin life of
many of the youog men and young ladies
who were his fellow-pypils in the Chatham
Grammar School, Facher McLsughlin ex-
pressed the belief that the Board of Educa.
tion should bet:er organise the work of the
departineut in reference to echoo! books, snd
by exercising mo'e judicial care in the
selection of Looks to be prescribed avoid the
necessity for making changes. Thers could
be nu progress in material things when
striking flaws existed.

In closing, he congratulated all interested
on this emblematic monument of a solid
education.

C. B. FISH, ESQ., M. P, P.
who was the next spesker called upon,
expressed the pleasure with which he joined
in the celebration. The people of Chatham
should be grateful to their ¢chool board for
haviag provided such a maguificent building
as this. The people had here an educational
buildiog which would pot only mest the
requirements of their children, but of their
chiidreu’s children for generations, should
no misfortune come to it. Theie was Rpo
buildjog erected for the purpose soywhere
iv Canada mure snbstantial or be'ter adapted
for its work.
