Woodstock, May 12.—Oeo. Bryant, 

a native of Liverpool, Eng., who has 
been In Canada about two years, 
killed yesterday a/ternoon, while raft­
ing logs for Wm. Simmons, at North­
ampton on the St. John river. He was 
at work with a crew of men who were 
taking logs from the bank and was at 
the foot of the brow. A heavy hem­
lock was started at the top and when 
Bryant saw it rolling down, he ap­
parently became bewildered And un­
able to get out of danger. The log 
rolled over his crushing his head bad­
ly, and injuring him internally. He 
was taken to his home a short dis­
tance away and medical assistance 
summoned. The accident took place 
about 10 o’clock in the morning and 
he lived until 5 o’clock In the even­
ing. He is survived by a wife, two 
sons and one daughter. He recently 
purchased a farm at Northamptou and 
was considered an honest and respect­
able citizen.

Seizing Mies Davenport, Mln­
nlch again started for the shore, but 
the exertion was too much for the 
gallant lad and the two went down 
together when they were within a 
stone’s throw of the bank.

When the boat sprang a leak there 
citement among the mem­

bers of the party, but as soon as the 
sound craft began to fill with water, 

though every member 
b< unie terror stricken. The shrieks 
cS the drowning girls could be plainly 
heard on the bank of the dam, but 
there was no one near whom could 
launch another boat and go to the 
rescue of the Imperilled party.

Families Prominent.
The terrible accident has cast a 

gloom over the lower end of Luzerne 
County, where the families of all 
the victims are prominent.

Three of those who were drowned 
would have gradual ed this summer, 
young Mlnnlch and the Misses Bonhan 
and Good.

As soon as it became known that 
the students had lost their lives hun­
dreds of persons soon surrounded the 
body of water and grappling parties 
at otfce began a search for the bodies 
of the unfortunate scholars. Those 
of Mlnnlch, and Miss Davenport were 
the first recovered. After 
for less than two hours all 
were recovered. Not one of the par­
ents of the drowned boys 
knew of the accident until 
bodies had been brought to shore.

New York, N. Y., May 12.—Fritz 

Auguste Heinze was acquitted in New 
York tonight of charges of misapply­
ing the funds of the Mercantile Nation­
al Bank, while he was president of 
the Institution in 1907, and he was 
cleared of the charge of over certifica­
tion of cheques of his brother’s firm, 
Otto Heinze and Company. A jury in 
the criminal branch of the United 
States circuit court after a trial last­
ing nearly three weeks found him 
not guilty at 9.60 o’clock tonight, and 
he was discharged.

Thus failed Ingloriously, the govern­
ment’s attempt to hold Heinze re­
sponsible for flnanciedlng during pan­
ic of three years ago, alleged to be In 
violation of the national banking laws.

John B. Stanchfleld, defended the 
young millionaire; Henry A. Wise, 
United States attorney for this dis­
trict. his prosecutor.

Mr. Stanchfleld summed up for the 
defence this morning, and Mr. Wise 
denounced the defendant for three 
hours and thirty-five minutes this af­
ternoon. He is so jubilant Issued this 
statement tonight after his acquittal:

“I am naturally pleased with the 
verdict, but not at all surprised. The 
thing I most regret Is the long delay in 
bringing the case to trial. I have been 
ready for trial every day since the 
first indictment was returned two 
years and a half ago. This delay has 
cost me between $4,000,000 and $5,000,- 
000. Possibly some persons who were 
very anxious to see me convicted will 
be almost as well satisfied with this 
as though I had been found guilty, for 
the ruination of my credit seems to 
have been most viciously aimed at."
