Fall of Austrian Stronghold Releases Russian
Forces for' Service Elsewhere — Austrian
Prisoners Tell of Semi-Starvation for Several

— Conditions Almost Led to

Mutiny Among Troops.

Petrograd, March 22, 4 p. m\ via London~~The garrison of Przem-
ysel capitulated today to the investing Russlan army, and the ending
of the Jong siege Is considered here of great importance. it gives Rus-
ola control of virtually all of Eastern G

Nothing since the capture of Lemberg and the victorious sweep of
the Russian army through Galicia, in the beginning of
aroused an equal degree of enthusiasm. Newspaper offices and army
headquarters were bombarded with telephone Inquiries for information.
Crowds stood in a pelting snow storm before the bulletin boards.

Although Przemysl had been eliminated as a positive menace to the
Russian troops operating in Galicla since it was isolated and surround-
ed early in October, it always had been a potential source of danger.
Many stubborn battles have been fought by the besiegers with portions
of the garrison which attempted to break through the investing lines
to*Join relief columns, which on some occasions pushed to within 25

miles of the city.

It is belleved here that the next important development in Galicia
will be a new Russian advance toward Cracow, the Austrians having
been virtually driven out of the territory as far southward as the Can

pathians.

SEMIFAMINE FOR WEEKS PAST.
Lemberg, Galicia, March 22, via London—Austrian prisoners from
Przemysl, captured shortly before the garrison surrendered, say that
the fortress for a long time was in a condition of semi-famine, lacking

~ “hrelld and vther Toods. '

Except for the horses of the Austrian officers no animal, they say,
was visible in the town, all having been killed to feed the soldiers, who
recently had littie to eat, except conserves, which led to much typhoid

. and other sickness. Conditions were such, t,hrf risoners add, that they
almost led to a mutiny of the troops, who urged that the city be sur’

rendered.

Petrograd, March 22, (Correspond-

\ce).—Some idea of the magnitude
of the undertaking involved in the
Russian investment of Przemysl may
be formed from the statement that
the circumference of the fortress is
about 75 miles.

The portion of the Russian army
which is necessary for the mere ope-
ration of “sitting tight” in this spot
is therefore’large enough so that if
released it would have a very material
influence on field operations. It 18
estimated that at least two full Rus-
gian army corps, together with a large
force of cavalry and heavy artillery,
are immobolized by the investment
of Przemysl.

The arrangements for the invest-
ment of the fortress are similar to
those employed for the defense of a
river line. The extent of the front
is too great to admit of a continuous
line being occupied in adequate
strength to rgsist attack at every
point by means of troops actually on
the spot.

The object of investment is to pre-
wvent ppli and reinf

hing the garrison and to conﬂne

latter within the outer girdle of
folNs. This object is attained by sur-
rounding the fortress with a line of
outposts, which remain constantly on
the alert to detect by means of recon-
noissance any offensive movement on
the part of the garrison.

The actual resistance to any offen-
sive movements from within the fort-
ress is offered by reserve bodies of
troops, which are held in readiness
at convenient points in the rear of the
line of investment. By this means
the number of troops absorbed in the
investment of the fortress is much re-
duced.

When contrasted with the speedy
fall of fortresses in Belgium the pro-
longed defense of Przemysl may seem
extraordinary. Liege, Namur, Maa-
beuge and Antwerp were subdued by
investment.

The Germans brought up artillery
of exceptional power, by which they

put the artillery of the defenders out
of action and destroyed the defenses.
The Russians have no guns capable
of being transported in the field that
are at all able to compete with the
guns of the fortress of Przemysl.

Hence they have been restricted to
the slow process of investment, and
as Przemysl was well supplied with
food and ammunition, its resistance
has been protracted. The place was
originally invested early in September.
It was relieved about October 10, but
the repulse later of the Austrians
enabled the investment to be resumed,
and it has been maintained for the
past four months.

London, Mar. 22—A Reuter des-
patch from Amsterdam says that the
attack by a German aeroplane on the
Dutch steamer Zevendergen, which
arrived at Ymuiden yesterday, has
caused an outburst of popular feeling
in Holland, but has had no effect on
the movement of vessels.

Fifty-one steamers of various nat-
ionalities have arrived or salled from
Rottendam since Saturday and so far
as is known only one has been attack-
ed by a German aeroplane—the Brit-
ish steamer Elfland, which had been
chartered by the Belgian Relief Com-
mittee. Bombs were dropped, but no
damage was done.

The naval commander at Amster-
dam has been instructed to investigate
the attack on the Zevendergen, against
which two bombs were directed with-

out effect.

“Two hours afterward—before the
Strassburg, sea worn and with engines
wracked, dropped anchor in Kiel canal
war was deciared.

German Cruiser
Saved From Sinking
By a Close Margin

Mystery of the Strassburg cleared np — Reached Kiel
only two hours before war was declared, escaping

gunboats. ‘

The mystery surrounding the disap-
pearance of the German cruiser Strass-
burg, which, as told in the Herald of
yesterday, apparently vanished from
the seas last July, was lifted yester-
day by Mr. Herbert Bayard Swope,
city editor of the New York World,
Mr, Swope, as a correspondent in the
Azores in July and later as a war cor-
respondent  in France and Germany,
linked together the story of the will o
the wisp of the ocean and added an-
other romance to the long series which
have marked this greatest of all con-
flicts,

The Strassburg is now with the Ger-
man high fleet at Kiel, waiting “the
day.” She plouzhed her way to safety
almost in the shadow of four British
torpedo boat destroyers, just a few
hours before war was officially declar-
ed between Germany and Great Britain
last August.

Mr. Swope watched the Strassburg
eoal at Horta Island of Fayal, in the
Azores group, on July 28 and 29, and at
midnight saw her creep away out to
sea. Later from the lps of Captain
von Weddigen, of the German sub-

marines U-9 and U-29, and from Com-
mander Walter Gherardi, United

States Naval Attache to the American
Embassy at Berlin, he heard the tale
of her journey across the Atlantic, .in
the race to get home before hostilities
were on.

“I was in Horta in July waiting for
Lieutenant John Cyril Porte, the avia-
tor, who contemplated the cross ocean
flight to arrive,”” Mr. Swope said. “Hor
ta was in a fever of excitement over
the impending war. . For days there
had been rumors and threads of news
picked off the cable trunk lines which
centre there, The French, English and
German colonies added zest to a situa-
tion already nerve racking.

*On the morning of July 27, at about
four o'clock I was awakened in the
Hotel Grand Horta, by the sound of
constant booming, and I sat up with a
start, for those sounds could come
from nothing but a cannon. The sea
was in view from my window and rid-
ing into the harbor, saluting and be
ing saluted, was a dingy, sea worn
cruiser, which I was later to learn was
the Strassburg. As she was coming
in her crew was making ready to take
on coal, and no sooner had anchor
been dropped than boats put off for
shore.

cern, Ben Suade & Co., and the Fayal
Coaling Company, which is owned by

concern. There is an agreement by
which these vessels alternate in coal-

ing all vessels that enter the harbor
and this was the Fayal Coal Company’s
turn,

“Rear Admiral Reuber Paschwitz,
commander of the cruiser and once
naval attache to the German embassy
at Washington, rushed the coaling

squad. Every available craft was put
into use, and when her regular capac-
ity of 750 tons was reached the com-
mander ordered more and more coal,
Then it was learned that the Portu-
guese concern was coaling also, and
Keating ordered. his men to halt. In
vain Admiral Paschwitz urged that he
must have reserve coal; that the em-
ergency was great. The Irishman was
adamant, and finally the Portuguese
concern was left with the field for its
own.

“When the Strassburg finally steam-
ed she had coal even in her fore-
castle. She must have carried about
1,300 tons more than her gross car
rying ability.

“With all funnels spouting smoke
and her ensign fluttering bravely, the
Strassburg steamed. to sea and was
lost in the night, and lost, too, to all
sight, apparently.
