Sharp Controversy Breaks Out
Between Lloyd George
and the French.

BITTER SPEAKING
OF THE PREMIERS

Press of Britain Sees Warning
to France in Commons'

Speech.

Paris, May 18.—The conference be-
tween Premiers Briand and Lloyd
George, it is thought possible here,
will be deferred beyond the vote of
confidence M. Briand expects to re-
celye in the Chamber tomorrow and
until after the Silesian high commis-
siopers at Oppeln reach a tentative
agrdement on a settlement of the com,
troversy so as to form an intelligent
basis of conversation either between
M. Briand and Mrz. Lloyd George alone
or at.the meeting of the supreme coun-
cil whichever is wultimately decided
upon.

Controversy Sharp.

London, May 18.—The freedom with
which Mr. Lloyd George and Premier
Briand are debating the Silesian situ-
ation through the mewspapers and the
strong: words. they are using is creat-

iie 1 8 {0 the courte-
ous and smooth methods of the old
diplomacy and the: spectacle of most
delicate differences being handied by
vigorous public debaie amazes the
| people.

The heads of the two governments
after their numerous conferences
were expected to understand each
other. Apparently each has chosen
the plan of campaign which he con-
siders the most effective against his
opponent. M. Briand will have the
next word in the French parliament
tomorrow and there is great interest
in London as to whethex he will main-
tain the same high key of conversa-
tion which Mr. Lloyd George' started
upon in his recent speech in the
House of Commons.

Warning to Briand.

The Prime Minister's expressed
statement today is popularly interpre-
ted as a waming to M. Briand not to
go too far in his pronouncement be-
fore’the Chamber.

The Westminster Gazette heads it:
“A Grave Warning to France.”

The Standard designates it “The
Premier’s plain talk to the French.”

Mr. Idoyd George's reference to
Great: Britain’s willingness to use her
fleet, followed by the declaration that
Britain cannot stand by while the
treaty is trampled on, is taken as
significant of future developments de-
pending chiefly upon whether M.
Briand tomorrow proclaims a widen-
ing of the gulf between the policies
of the two countries or pictures them
as following the same principle.

Blames The Unions.

Asserting the union heads had
shown an “uncompromising attitude,”
on the gquestion of the 15 per cent
wage reduction, and, while p}!sseuting
many frrelevant guestions, had refus-
ed even to discuss the nccessary wage
reduction, Chairman Benson reiterated
his determination tu  insist upon the
wage out as “not only justitied but
imperative.” “My appeal directly to
the personnel 'of the merchant mu]'ine
has met with a very gratifying
sponse,” declared Mr. Benson.

To Protect Workers.

“Many offers of assistance have
come to us. 1 have stated publicly
and again re-affirm the intention of
the shipping board to give tullest pro-
tection, both mow and after the set
tlement of the controversy, to all who
come to its aid.

“Raports from all of our outlying dis
tricts continue to be encouraging. The
movement of ships is going on steadi-
ly on.

Extent of Reductions.
