GOVERNMENT ORDERS

OFFICIAL LANGUAGES

PROVISION RESPECTING STATUS AND USE—
APPOINTMENT OF COMMISSIONER, ETC.—
REPORT STAGE

The house resumed, from Wednesday, July
2, consideration of Bill C-120, respecting the
status of the official languages of Canada,
as reported (with amendments) from the
Special Committee on the Official Languages
Bill.

Mr. Speaker: The house will now revert
on the taking of deferred divisions on motions
Nos, 2, 3, 6 and 5, standing on the deferred
divisions paper, in that order.

The question is on motion No. 2, Mr.
McQuaid:

That Bill C-120, an act respecting the status of
the official languages of Canada, be amended by
deleting subclause (1) of clause 14 thereof and
substituting therefor the following:

“(1) As soon as possible following the comple-
tion of each decennial census, or, in the case of the
decennial census taken in the year 1961, forthwith
after the coming into force of this act, the
Dominion Statistician shall prepare and send to
the Clerk of the Privy Council a return certified
by him showing the population of each of the
provinces and census districts in Canada, categorized
according to the official languages spoken as a
mother tongue by presons resident therein as
ascertained by that census, and as soon as possible
thereafter the Governor in Council shall, pursuant
to Part 1 of the Inquiries Act, appoint not less
than twelve persons, being representative of
residents of the several provinces, the Yukon and
the Northwest Territories, as commissioners to
constitute a Bilingual Districts Advisory Board for
the purpose of conducting an inquiry as deseribed
in section 15.”
