In the one and a half years of the 
plant’s existence, the hopes have ba 
realized, and today one hundred and 
twenty-two men employed in these ( 
modern shops are keeping the wheels 
and machines busy filling the orders. 
And yet the business is in its infancy. 
Looking into the future, when the busi- 
ness will multiply as the result of a 
national prosperity, the plant today 
s but the foundation of a vast industry.

The establishment of the industry 
was an act of progressiveness and 
foresight. And this feature is charac- 
teristic now that the plant has been put 
into operation.
