Subjects, We have thought fit, by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for
Canada, to relieve you, and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid,
hereby convoking and by these presents enjoining you and each of you, that on
Tuxspay, the TWENTIETH day of the month of JUNE next, you meet Us in Our Parlia-
ment of Canada, at Our City or OTrawa, there to take into consideration the
state and welfare of Our said Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem
necessary. HEREIN Fain Nor. .

In TrsTiMoNY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. ‘WirNess, Our
