Canada, at Our City of OTTAWA, there to take into consideration the state and welfare
of Our said Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary. Hmuanr

Ix TEsTIxoNY WHazRor, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to-be hereunto afflxed. WITNE5S, Our
Right Trusty and Well-Beloyed Councillor, SIx JoHN DouGLAS
SUTHERLAND CAMPBELL (commonly calted the Marquis of Lorne),
Knight of Our Most Ancient and Most Noble Order of the Thistle,
Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael
and Saint George, Governor General of Canada, and Vice-Admiral
of the same, &c., &c., &o.
