' Thie Eargest Farm in the World.
¥ From the Missouri Republican.
In the extreme southwest corner of Louisi-
ans lies the largest producing farm in the
world. Itruns 100 miles north and south and
twenty-five miles east and west, and is owned
and operated by a syndicate of Northern cap-
italists, Their general manager, J. B. Wat-
kins, gives an interesting account of this gi-
gantic plantution, whieh ' throws the great
Dalrymple farm of Dakota into the shade
completely. “The million. and a half acres of
lahd in our tract,” Mr. Watkins ssid, “‘was
purchased in 1893 from the State of Louistana
and from the United States Government, At
that time it was a vast grazing land for the
cattle of the few dealers of the neighvorhood:

hen I took ssion 1 ,
head of half-wild ‘ e,
was to divide the immense tract into cotveri-
ient pastures, establishing stations or ranches
every six miles. The fen "’f alone gost in the
neighborhood of $50,000.. The land I found
togebest adapted to.rice, sugar, eorn. and
cotton. J

“All our wiltivating, ditching, etc., is done
v steam poiver. We take a tract, say hall a
mile wide,.for instance, and place an engine
on each side. These engines are portable and
operate_a oable attached : to four lzlown, ‘and
under this arrangement we are able tq plow
thirty acres a day with only the labor of three
men. _Our harrowing, planting and other cul-
fivation'is done in a like manner. In fact,
there is not a single draught horse on the
entire place. We have, of course, horses for
the herders of cattle, of which we now have
16,000 head. The Southern Pacifie Railroad
runs for thirty-six miles through our farm.
We have three stenmbests operating on the
waters of our own estateé, upon which there
4ve 800 wiles of navigable waters. We- have
aquice house, a bank, a ship yard and a rice
mill.”
