Fredericton is the site of
North America’s first
Symposium on Mining
Surveying and Rock
Deformation Measurements
scheduled for October 22-24 at
the University of New
Brunswick.

Fifteen of the 27 speakers
at the symposium will be
overseas guests from
universities, institutes,
governmental research
agencies, and mining
companies in Australia,
Germany, Hungary, South
Africa, Austria, and
Czechoslovakia.

The symposium is
sponsored by the Department
of Surveying Engineering at
UNB, the National Advisory
Committee on Control Surveys
and Mapping, and the Canadian
Institute of Surveying.

Dr. Adam Chrzanowski,
associate professor of surveying
enginecering at UNB, is
