Following the demon­
stration, the audience 
sampled the traditional 
festival fare — unleavened 
bread, honey and potato 
cakes, various loaves and 
different wines, all of whose 
significance had been ex­
plained. Anglican Church 
Women’s President Marie 
Nuttal welcomed the guests, 
who had been introduced by 
Grace Adams, and then later 
presented the B’nai B’rith 
women with a gift of money
