Note.- On October 14, 1936, King Léopold made a historic
declaration: that of voluntary neutrality for Belgium 
as compared with the previous regime which was based 
on Belgium's obligatory pre-war neutrality, which 
had been successively assured by guarantees under 
the Pact of the League of Nations, the military 
agreement of 1920 between Belgian and French Military 
Head quarters, the Rhine or Locarno Pact of 1925 and 
the Kellogg Pact of 1928.
