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THAT the CHEN ROAD was established as a highway thirty-
three feet wide by Notice in the Gazette of May 2&rd, 19293
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AND THAT it was subsequently ascertained that the consent
of the Department of Indien Affairs, Cttawa, through vhose

reserve the establishment of the highway had been made, had not
been obtained owing to some micunderstanding;
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AND TuAT the Minister of Public Works has by notice published
in the B.C. Gazette discontinuéd and closed the said Green Road
established in the Gazette May 23rd 1929;
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AND THAT by virtue of Section 11 of the "Highway Act" Chapter
103 of the "Hevised Statutes of British Columbia 1824" the
Minister of Public Vorks is empowered under the authority of
the Lieutenant-Governor in Council to transfer the land comprised
in such highway, so, discontinued and closed, to the owner of the
land of which it originally formed part;

AND THAT no objection has been filed with the Minister of ° «
Pyblic Works in response to advertisement in the Ashcroft "Journal™
of the intention to difcontinue and close said Green Road;

AND THAT the said Minister has agreed to transfer the land
contained in the said Green Road to His Majesty the Jing, as
represented by the Superintendent Gencer 1 of Indicn Affairs,

Ottawa, for the consideration of One Dollar (21.00).

AND TO RECOMMEND that in consideration of the sum of One |
Dollar ($1.00) the land contained in the sald Green ifoad be i
conveyed to His Majesty the Xing, as represented by the uperintend
ent General of Indian Affairs, Ottawa.

AND THAT a certified copy of this order, if approved, be
forwarded to the Registrar of Titles at Xamloops, B.C. to be
accepted by him as a full and complete conveyance of the lands
herein described, without further formal instrument of
transfer or conveyance.
