T'hare i8 no doubt that the Indians all over the country
are being worked up to a great state of dissatisfaction over the
game laws. A year ago they appeared to be quite resigned to
obsorwﬁthe laws, but lately it almost looks as if there were
certain agitators amongst them stirring them up, and if it goes
on much more, eapeoia{’ly with the Kootermmy Indians, it may lead
to serious trouble.

As I believe you are going into Kootenay, I thought it
would be as well to let you know what to expect there* I should
be pleased if you would let my Deputy Game Wardens know when you
are going there.
