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other hand, by marrying an Australian

lady attached to the C.M.S. Mission at

Bagdad, he provided for the much-needed

work among the Arabian women. He is

now known all over the world as one of

the very first authorities on Missions to

Mohammedans. His book on Arabia, pub-

lished in 1900, has become the classical

work on the subject. His quarterly review,

The MosUm World, is read with keen

interest in Europe and America.

While Bishop French was ending his

earthly career at Muscat, his old companion

and brother Bishop, Edward Craig Stuart,

who had gone to India with him in 1850

and shared in his earliest labours at Agra,

was ably and wisely administering the

diocese of Waiapu in New Zealand. But

the sequel is one of deep interest. Less

than a year after French's home-call, two

C.M.S. men go out to Australia and New

Zealand to stir up the Churches there to

take their part in the evangelisation of the

heathen world.
