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larity in life is of the utmost importance in the Sanatorium 
treatment, and the out-door life very soon becomes a 
pleasant habit. The life of the patient is not only happy 
but also most profitable viewed in the light of the strong 
probability of restoration to good health or a marked im­
provement in that direction.

Fear of Infection Groundless.
The popular fear shared by some that it is dangerous
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to go into a Consumptive Sanatorium ; that incipient cases 
may contract more serious infection, is groundless. The fact 
is that a Sanatorium properly conducted is the safest pos­
sible refuge for consumptives. Everywhere in our lives we 
come into contact with the tubercle bacilli ; the Sanatorium 
is the only place where provision is made for their des­
truction. Great care is taken in this respect. There
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
