It has been decided, therefore, to
build on the College Campus at Guelph an Assembly Hall.

appreciation of the great work these men accomplished.
It is suggested that the Hall, situated as it will be. at the
very heart of the Agricuiture of the Province, be dedicated
to the memory of all Ontario Agriculturists who paid the
supreme sacrifice fighting for the ideals which they held
most dear. Every 0.A.C. man and every person at all
connected with farming m Ontario will be proud of the
structure. when it is completed. and all must join in the
canvas to raise the funds required to erect the building.
Our classmates and brothers proved themselves worthy of
our biggest and best efforts. They set a high standard for
us to live up to. A Hall of the size and class that will be
built is the most fitting form of commemoration. It will
be ideal for College Chapel service. It will serve as a
rallying place for students, ex-students and for gatherings
of farmers. 1t will be a fine auditorium for college con-
certs and agricultural conventions. It will be useful as
well as ornamental, and is greatly needed to accommodate
the large student body. The Outario Government started
the subscription list with a vote of $40,000. In view of the
sacrifice made by our men and keeping in mind the fact
that the Hall will be a source of inspiration to thousands
of students who will he enrolled at the Q.A.C. in future
vears, all friends ot the College, will do their utimost to put
the subscription list ovrr the top. OQur soldiers were every-
where in the thick of the fight. Those of us who served
in lesser degree must do our best to measure up to the
standard set by our fighting men. The raising of this
fund should bring all graduates and students of the College
closer together that they may be of greater service to their
Alma Mater. Ut should also bring the College and the
man engaged in any phase of the practical pursnits of
agriculture more closely together. Look over the lists of
our brothers who offered and gave their lives for the cause
of freedom. and pay! pay! pay! We must raise at least
