ST. CLEMENTS.

A post village in the township of Wellesley, ten miles from Berlin,
and seventy-two miles from Toronto. The village was first settled in
1840, by Michael Spiehlmacker. The post office was established in
1853, and John Stroh, appointed postmaster. It contains a very hand-
some and large Roman Catholic Church, built of brick, size 80 x 120, at

a cost of ten thousand dollars, and will accommodate one thousand persons.

In connection there is a separate school with a large attendance. There
are two stores, three hotels, and several work shops. Population, 400,
Mails tri-weekly.
