Great Britain the figures are: Im-
‘ ponts from Great Britain, £34,1683,-
430, as against £47,870,490 in

‘ 1907 exports to Great Britain, £48,-
894,865, as against £51,979,215 in
1907. In the rvecently published re-
port of the Berlin Chamber of Com-
merce, attention is called to 'the fact
that during 1908 the trade between
Germany and Canada again shows g
decline, and that many articles
which formerly were obtained regu-
larly by Canada from Germany are
now drawn from France, Austria,
and other countries; especially is this
so in the case of decorated china, rub-
ber balls and toys of rubber, majo-
lica, and stoneware articles of better
quality, cutlery ana leather goods
of better quality, and also lithogra-
phic cards, brushes and albums. The
export of Canadian manufactures to
Germany consists chiefly at present
of mowing and reaping machines. Hi-
therto Germany has herself made
only enough to meet one-third of the
German demamnd, the other two-
thirds being supplied by the United
States and Canada. DBut in anmother
year’s time the greater part of the
German demand wiil pe supplied by
German factories. The German Agni-
cultural Association, which controls
the patents for certain attachable
improvements to these machines, is
about to orgamize 5 joint stock com-
pany with £200,000 of agrarian ca-
pital, to be called ‘‘The German
Harvester Manufacturing Company,”’
believing it can sell the produots 29
per cent. cheaper than foreign com-
petitors. The Canadian Gazette,
which is authority for the foregoing,
asks, How does Canada propose to
hold her share of the trade?

AN ENGLISH
OPINION:

Last -week Irish opinion of the
British Budget held its place on this
page. From the Catholic Times is
now presented what may be con-
sidered English opinion of the YLibe-
ral type:

No Chancellor of the Exchequer can
hope to frame a Budget ‘“which will
please everybody, and be immune
from criticism. But Mr. wvloyd
George has succeeded in framing a
Budget which, however it be criti-|
cized, must be admitted to place the
burdens of taxation upon the shoul-
ders of those best able to bear them, |
We are glad to see that he has re-
sisted all temptation and all counsel
to tax tea or sugar. To have done

so would have been to pénalize the
poor. As he told the House of
Commons, ‘‘the poorer people are,

the more is their food confined to

bread and tea, and of the price of
that tea, which of course was of
the poorest quality, half went to

the tax-gatherer. That is a.lwhys
the worst of indirect taxatior: the
poorer the people are, the heavier
they are taxed. Tea and sugar are
necessaries of life, and I think the
rich man who would wish to spare
his own pocket at the expense of the
‘bare pocket of the poor, is a  very
shabby rich man indeed. I am sure
that I will carry with me' 'the assert
of even ‘the classes upon whom I
propose to place heavy burdens that,
when we come to indirect taxes, at
any rate those two essentials of life
t;otbepoor, tea and sugar, ought to
be exempt.”” = We are sure that the
Chanmcellor’s confidence is well plac-
ed. No rich man will l‘eg'l'et that
he kas refrained from i the
tax on tea ant sugar. Wemsum
too, that every Catholic priest will
rejoice—and none know the needs and

| praise for-the Budget.
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George has spared them any part of
taxation on those two necessaries of
life. We could wish that he had
spared them a tax on one of the in-
nocent luxuries of the laboring man,
the humble pipe of twist tobacco.
And we gladly support the hope of
Mr. John Redmond that it may be
found possible to except twist to-
bacco from the tax. The poor man’s
tobacco already costs him propor-
tionately more than the fragrant leaf
of the rich. It would be a gracious
act on the part of the Chancellor of
the Exchequer to ease 'the price of
the humble weed for the working
man, and we hope he may see  his
way at least to except twist to-
bacco from any additional impost.

For the rest we have nothing but
It proposes
to find the money demanded for pur-
poses of national expenditure and
national defence by looking for it in
places where it is to be found. Tax*
ation should always be arranged in
accord with ability to pay. It should
also be arranged in proportion to
‘the advantages obtaired from the ex-
pénditure on the natiomal services.
Therefore the rich will naturally ex-
pect to bear taxation in proportion
to ability and advantage. ‘‘What is
it,”” Mr. Lloyd George asked, ‘‘that
has enabled “the fortunate possessors
of these incomes and fortunes to
amass the wealth they enjov and be-
queath? The security ensured for
property by the agency of the State,
the guaranteed immunity from  the
risks and destruction of war, en-
sured by our natural a,dva.nmgea and
our, defensive forces.”” So he distri-
butes his burdens of taxation on for-
tunes in money and property in land.
Income tax, death duties, succession
duties, unearned increment from land
leaseholds, and so forth are to pay
ir accordance w&th ability to meet a
further tax, and reaped
from taxes already raised. In 'these
respects his Budget is thoroughly ‘de-
mocratic and is to be welcomed not
only for what it performs in the pre-
sent, but for what it pmmilss in the
future.
