As & general rule farmers are not yet fally
awske to the importsnce of having the entire seil
redaced to s fine powder. Hard lumps of sarth,
sven when they are full of grain-prodseing sub-
atanees, are of but little more value in producing
8 crop than the same amount of stopes. The root
of plants can not enter hard lumps of earth, and
before sush lumpe can be of any real benefit to
plants, they must be broken down, mechanieally,
with some implessent, or be disolved by rain.

In order to appreciate the importance of
thorough pulverisation of uhe s0il we need to haves | g

tritien.”

How de psints grow? [low does the bard
soi: and dry manure bevome shanged into plants
of sny kind? These are important qaestions
whish every farmer should undersiand well ; and

tanes of more compiete and thorough pulverise-
tion of every kind of soil.

No 0l or manare can promote the growth of | :
s plant—exsept mecbanieally—until after it has
been disselved by rein or weter,and reduced to
liquid. - Dry sarth or dry manure cannot enter
tae roots of plants. Roots of grais, gress and
trees feed upom nothing but lignid or fuid.
When we apply Bone-duss te plants, rainwater
must first dissolve the little fragments of bone,
and carry them along where they will be tuken
up. by the thousands of mouths ia the little reots
of the plants. 8o with the hard soil,and bard
lumps of earth—they must be reduced to a fine
powder by some meghanical operation, and thea
the rain will dissolve the fine particles, thas form-
ing a fluid, which is the food of plants.

When the soil is very lumpy the atmosphere
has bat & small surface, comparatively, te act
upon; thersfore plants grow alowly where the
entire s0il is one complete elod, or is little else
but lumps.

FALL PLOWING.

Frost-freesing sad thawing of & soil, exerts o
very important inflaence in securing the com-
plete pulverisation of all soils. Bat whes a eeil
bas been plowed several months before the time
of frost it becomes comsolidated, snd the frest
villutcunhlflbuluu-'. , in its mere
thorough pulverisation, than it weuld were it bat
recently plowed.

For this reason, plowing early in sutama—-
where thorough pulverisation is the chief objeet
—will not be as effectual as late plowing, or even
plowing in the winter. 1f the raia and frosts of
winter can be in operatien, whea s soil is ran-
ning together, after it bas been plowed, the pal-
verisation will be more thorough and complete
than it woald be under any ether circumstanees.
Aad more than this, the more complete the pul-
verisstion is, the Jonger thet seil will remsain
mellow aad porous ; and censequeatly, the great-
or will be the available amouat of fertilising mat-
ter in that soil, whioh will promote the growth of
orops.
