@emperance,
Another Great Lecturer.

It is expected that one of the most thrilling
pleaders of the temperance cause will reach our
shores. He bas been traversing the European
States, creating the greatest sensation in cities
and rural towns ; and even crowned heads and
legislatures have officially recognized his visit.
Unless some unforeseen providence shall detain
him, he will visit the United States, as I have
said, early in the summer. Already I notice
that the legislatures of the States, the authori-
ties of our larger cities, and even the Unaited
States, are making elaborate and expensive pre-
paratins for his coming. No Trans-Atlastic
visitor bas ever excited more attention among
our rulers—a fact that indicates the greatness
of his fame.
If bis visit to our land shall accomplish what
it did in Europe, the total sbstinence principle
will be vindicatated in a perfectly incontroverti-
ble manner. No argument of the trafficker in
strong drink can stand for a moment before his
overwhelming logic. All the pleas of moderate
drinkers will be overthrown by his powerful ap-
peale. Woe predict that more men will be per-
suaded to discontinue the use- of strong drink
by his visit—at least for a time—={han have sign-
ed the pledge for several years. " Among them
will be men who have HKitherto opposed the tem-
perance cause, and lent the whole power of their
example and inflaence in favour of the drinking
customs. Many drunksrds, too, will forsake
their cups, and flee in terror from the beaten
path to death | And thus ‘the work will pro-
gress far into the autumnil sesso, when the
country will have gathered a fund of statistics
respecting the curse of intemperance, that will

We venture these predictions becauss the tem-
perance advocate of whom we speak has visited
this country before ; and hundreds of people are
still living to testify that such was the effect of
his powerful vindication of the total adstinence
doctrine.

When this direful scourge visited our land
the last time, his victims were found among the
intemperate and dissolute in the main. As in
other lands, 80 here, the traffic and use of strong
drink invited the disease to its uncleanly and
miserable abodes. Foar fifths of all the people
who were swept off by the fearful malady were
addicted to the use of intoxicating liquor. In
the previous year, nearly all of the thirty thou-
sand persons who died of cholera in Paris free-
ly used strong drink, and nine tenths of all those
who perished by the malady in Poland were of
the same class. It was not known that a single
member of & temperance society died of this
disease during its ravages in Ireland, Scotland
and Eoglard. Of one thousand persons who
died of the disease in Moatreal, ooly two were
teetotalers. Dr, Brozson, of Albany, who re-
paired to the latter place upon an‘errand of mer-
cy, wrote : '

¢ Cholera has stood~up here, as it has done
everywhere, the advocate of Temperance. It
has pleaded most elcquently, and with tremen-
dous effect. The disease has searched out the
haunt of the drunkard, and has seldom left it
without bearing away its victim. Even mode-
rate drinkers have been but little better off.
Ardent spirits, in any shape and in all guanti-
ties, have been highly detrimental.”

Agsin he wrote : *‘ Drunkards and tipplers
bave been searched out with such uzerring cer-
tainty, as to show that the grrows of death have
ot been dealt out with indiscrimination. An
indescribable terror has spread through the ranks
of this class of beings. They see the bolts of
destruction aimed at their heads, and every one
calls himself & victim. There seems to be a na-
tural affinity between cholera and ardent spi-
rits.” .
When twelve hundred persons had died, a
Montreal paper said : * Not s drunkard who
bas been attacked bas recovered of the disease,
and slmost all the victims have been at least
moderate drinkers.”

The famous Iadisn, Barmnohun Fingee, said
of India : “ People who do not take opium, or
spirits, do not take this disorder, even when
they are with those who have it.” And Mos-
sieur Huber said, of mGfe than two thousand
persons who died in one town in Rassia in twen-
ty-five days : ** It is a most remarkable circum-
stance, that persons given to drinking havé been
swept away like flies. In Tiflis, containing twen-
ty thousand ichabitants, every drunkerd has
fellen —all are dead—not one remains.”

The statistics of death's deoings in our own
land by cholera were not less alarming. The
pestilence passed by the doors of the temperate
and the virtuous, and entered the habitations of
druckenness and immorality. Dr. Sewell, of
Washington, seid that “ of two hundred and
four cases in the Park Hospital (New York)
only six of the persons were temperate, and all
these recovered, while one bundred and twenty-
two of the others died.” He said that the facts
were similar in all other hespitals.

In the city of Washington, the Board of
Health was 20 deeply impressed with the fact
that the sale and use of rum exposed the people
more than all things else to this disease, that

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Horses should bo Exercised Daily.

Horses require daily exercise in the open air,
and can no more be expected to live without it
than their owners. Etercise is an es:enlisl
feature in stable mansgement, and, like well-
opportuned food, tends ulike to preserve the
health of horses.
Daily exercise is necessary for all horsez, ua-
less they are sick ; it assists and prom@ies a free
circulation of the blood, determines morbific
matter to the surfece, develops the muscular
structure, creates an appetite, improves the wind
and fioally invigorates the whole system. We
canpot expect much of a horze that has not beea
babituated to sufficient daily exercise; while
such as have been daily exercised and well
managed, are capable of great exertion and fa-
tigue, and are ready acd wiliog to o cur bid-
ding at any season. When an animal is over-
worked, it renders the system very sueceptible
to whatever morbid influences may be present,
and imparts to the disease they may labor under
an unusual degree of severity. The exhaustion
produced by want of rest is equally dangerous,
such Lorses are always among the first victims
of disease, and when attacked their treatment is
embarassiog and unsatisfactury. —Horse Owner's
Book.

Suggestions about Fattening
Swine.

Good lard is as essentisl for culinary purpcses
as good butter is for the dinner-table. But we
cannot have it without fat swine. Making no
allusions to the flesh of swine as an article of
food, it was no doubt an especial intention” of
Natuze that swine should be a great depository
of lard. Noae of our domestic animals are so
well adapted to this purpose as the hog ; and no
other animal has the power of concocting a larger
quantity of fat from a given amouat of feed.
Good hogs bave such strong powers of digestiod
that they extract fat from feed which will afford
but little to other animals.
In order to obtain the groatest numbet of
pounds of lard from a bundred pounds of feed,
hogs must be kept growing—gaining & little
every day—from their birth to the time of
slaughtering. Squealing and restless swine fat-
ten slowly. When hogs squeal much, it s a cer-
tain siga that they do not receive enough feed,
or that it is not of the best kind or in the best
condition far producing fat rapidly. As swine
grow older, they require more feed. As they
improve in conditio, if they bave been fed with
coarse, uncooked feed, better give them nour-
ishment in a more “concentrated form, which
will farnish more fat.
It will be found far more profitable to feed
boiled potatoes, pumpkins, and apples, with
cooked meal, than to confine fattening swine to
only one kind of feed. Swine like a variety of
food. Tuey will cat more mesl, when they have
a few pounds of boiled potatoes, pumpkins, or
apples with it, than without either of them ;
and they will extract more fatty matter from a
bushel of corn, it consumed with other feed,
than if eaten alome.
There is much economy in mingiing different
kinds of feed for fattening all kinds of animals
Then, if fed st regular intervals daily, and kept
fattening from week to week, coaverting coarse
grain into lard and pork will always bs found a
paying branch of agriculture.

Good Advice from the Right
Source.

Mr. John Joknston, of Geneva, N. Y., in a re-
cent letter addressed to Col. Johnson, Secretary
of the State Agricultural Society, gives the fol-
lowing facts and suggestions :

1 notice that those farmers who have most dif-
ficulty to make ends meef, always plow most, and
keep most stock. Now these men take the true
‘plan to keep themselves always poor, because
their crops and stock are always poor and bring
little. It is a good profit to raise 300 bushels of
wheat from ten acres; but when it takes thirty
to raise that amount, it is raised at a loss; so it is
with cattle and sheep ; ‘you will eee the thinking
farmer make four year steers worth from $60 to
$80 each, and his neighbor's st the same age not
worth over $25 to $40. Now this ought not to be
in & country where sll men are born free and
equal; if the farm is rich, then labor intelligently
employed will soon make the farmer in easy. cir-
cumstances; if his land is exhsusted, (and a
grest many farms sre,) then he should plow no
more than he could thoroughly manare. Seed
with clover and grass, and let it rest for even
two years, and thatfleld will not onlypay well for
tillage, but it will farnish manure (if rightly man-
aged) to make another field of same size, rich

T'he augmentation of Income arising from new
business continues to be satisfactory. During
the yesr the Directors have received 1,318 Pro-
possls, and jssued 1,027 Policies ; the sum as-
sured being £496,440, and the Annual Income
derivable therefrom £13,171. 5. ‘4. The re-
maining Proposals bave either been declined, or
awaited completion at the end of the year.
The Annuel Income of the Bociety now
amounts to £141,894, 11. 9. .
“The sum of £39,265, 3. 6., which includes
Bonusue to the amount of £5,136.- 7. 1., hae
been paid to the representatives of deceased
assurers. The number of persons thus deceased
is 152, and is under the average provided for by
the Society’s Tables. The total Claims peid
from the establishment of this Society is £405,
022. 16,
The balance of receipts over disbursements
at the end of the year is £56,783 18s 9d—this
has been added to the Insnrance Fund, which
now smounts to £647,029 17s 24, invested cp
mortgsge of Real Property, Government and
other Securities.
